day, 16" October 2021. 631 participants attended the national webinar from across the nation. International
participants from Oman, Saudi Arabia, Nepal, Sri Lanka, Nigeria were also present for the webinar.

Honourable Prof.Dr.Gajanan Ekbote, Chairman, Progressive Education Society inaugurated the National We-

binar and gave his inaugural address. Prof. Dr. G.R.Ekbote mentioned that Reading is important habit as far as
technology and reading habits is concerned. Since last year in pandemic, percentage of participants in online
education is 40-50%. But in rural areas, the percentage is only 3%. As per my medical knowledge, reading has
several advantages over technology like technology is not available to everyone. But reading physical books is
available for everyone. Reading improves communication skills, Gives in-depth knowledge of particular sub-
ject, Reading increases levels of concentration. You can read books in comfortable position. Technology has
side effects on health also. Too much technology is very dangerous. There are several adverse effects of online
education on mind and body of student. Teachers, librarians play important role in Cultivating Reading Habits
among students. Contents of social media cannot be relied completely. Open book system is an excellent sys-
tem which helps in propagating the reading culture. Libraries are required to be set up at several places. Read-
ing books and use of technology should be complimentary to each other. Technology should be used to up-
grade the libraries. Reading books will never diminish. It's very important. Overdose of technology is not
good. Small children use android phones, and they don't understand what to read, how to read, they start read-
ing something which should not be referred by them. State and Central Government should be more sympa-
thetic towards libraries and librarians and provide good financial grants to libraries and develop more and
more libraries so that everyone can use them. Right from early age reading habits should be cultivated. Read-
ing will always be there as long as human beings are there. Very judicious use of technology will be compli-
mentary to Reading Habits.

Prof.Mrs.Jyotsna Ekbote, Joint Secretary, P.E.Society and Chairperson, CDC was the Guest of Honour for the
National Webinar. Ekbote Madam mentioned that in digital era reading habit is very important but it is now
verge of extinction. We should develop the reading habits right from childhood. To develop reading habits,
start from short stories, step by step one should develop reading. Keep dictionary with you. Reading is a good
habit for students and it must be develop in life. They enlighten you and guide you in right direction. It is im-
portant for overall well-being. Reading develops language skills and vocabulary. Books are our best friends.
They accompany us everytime. Good books always guide us to correct path of life. It helps in developing posi-
tive thinking, develops soft skills, communication skills. Reading boosts our imagination and enhances our
creativity. Helps in building analytical skills. Technology has changed the way of acquiring information in
general and in libraries. The technological advances have revolutionized the working of libraries.
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We should read all kinds of books. The National Education Policy 2020 also has given lots of importance to-
wards developing Reading Culture among students of all age groups by introducing the collaboration of Li-
braries and Academic Departments in developing new curricula.

Prof. Dr. Rajendra Kumbhar, Head, Department of Library and Information Science, SPPU, Pune was invited
as the Keynote Speaker for the National Webinar. Kumbhar Sir mentioned that it is very appropriate topic and
day has been selected to pay tribute to Ex-President of India Dr. A.P.J. Abdul Kalam. This day which is also
celebrated as World Students Day. Digital era has great impact in all walks of life especially Libraries and
Students. It is bringing a new role to us. Reading is a very unique skill. It is only the Human race which can
read and write. Everyone is asking whether reading habit is decreasing? Librarians are trying to find out
whether reading has decreased really. There is a difference between reading and studying. Students read for
examinations. Students read textbooks, audio books etc.

Education experts say that "There is a difference between studying and reading". We as library professionals
should focus on reading for pleasure and not on reading for studying. Since long we are already providing
reading materials in adequate quantity for studying purpose. But what about Reading for pleasure. Reading is
very important for development of human brain, development of humanity and humankind. Printing is the
king of reading. We should go for hybrid reading. Kumbhar Sir is propagating 'MOPED which means Mostly
Print Emergency Digital'.

People are reading, number of publications are taking place. Reading is a very useful activity for the overall
development of human personality. We have to contemplate and make every effort to increase reading.

What are the characteristics of the students and readers in Digital Era?

The students are reading too much in digital era. They are actually skimming, they are running their eyes
across the screen, they are multi tasking, they are talking, listening to music and while doing all these tasks
they are reading. Normally am modern student reads 20000 words a day. We read in a constant world of dis-
traction. In digital reading, the technology traps you. It distracts you a lot. Attention Deficient Hyperactivity
Disorders are result of these. Goal of education is to create thinking generations.

Principal Dr. Rajendra Zunjarrao welcomed all the participants and shared his thoughts on the importance of
reading habits and also mentioned several methodologies being used by the Modern College Library to reach
out to the students. The compering of the National Webinar and organization of the event was done by College
Librarian Dr. Shantashree Sengupta.
