Modemn College gets autonomy for
10 yea

PUNE: Curricula revision, online
examinations and add-on courses
are on the cards for the Modern
College of Arts Science and
Commerce as the University Grants
Commission has accorded academic
autonomy to the institution for 10
yvears.

"The autonomy will be effective from
the academic year 2019-20. We have
a lot of new things planned and the
first would be curricula revision,"”
Shamkant Deshmukh of Progressive
Education Society, which runs
Modern College, said while
addressing a news conference on
Wednesday.

He said there was a need to revise
the syllabi of undergraduate courses
to ensure that the students who
passed out from the college had a
better fundamental knowledge of
their subjects and the latest trends in
their own fields.

"TAutonomy will help us review our
syllabi every yvear as per the
demands of the industry and the
society,” Deshmukh said.

The college will soon come up with
add-on courses, such as business
analytics, machine learning and data
analytics, among others. It also plans
to start a course in journalism and
radio.

"These will be add-on or certificate
courses. All undergraduate courses
will also have choice-based credit
system from next year. We will make
sure that students can pick and
choose as many add-on subjects as
possible for additional credits,”
Deshmukh said.

He said the college has eight smart
classrooms and a new building was
under construction. Massive open
online courses and online exams will
also be implemented from next year.

"There are a lot of good courses
available on Swayam platform and
our staffers too have come up with
some good courses that we have
been sent to the ministry of human
resource development for review. To
start with, we will have online
internal exams so that there is more
transparency in the system.
However, the students will still get
certificates from the Savitribai Phule
Pune University,” said Rajendra
Zunjarrao, the principal of Modern
College.

The college was founded by
Progressive Education Society, in
1970.

During its initial phase of
development, BA, BCom and BSc
degree courses were started in the
college. The college got the NAAC
accreditation done in 2003 and then
re-accredited with 'A' grade in 2010.

The
funds can also be utilised by the
mentor institutions to assign a
faculty ora research fellow, who
will hold workshops or lectures
at these colleges.

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Iconic Jayakar Bungalow opens to public as film library

ARESTORED Jayakar Bungalow,
which will now house a digital
library for researchers toaccess
rich film database of the
National Film Archive of India
(NFAI), was finally inaugurated
on Sunday by Union Information
and Broadcasting Minister
Prakash Javadekar. The project,
which was sanctioned in 2013,
took over five years to finish —
the work was completed in
November2018 — and the re-
stored structure had to wait for
another 10months to find the
auspicious day for inauguration.

The project — restoration of
the bungalow and setting upa
digital library — has been car-
ried out by the NFAI under a
plan scheme ‘Upgradation of in-
frastructure of NFAI including
Jayakar Bungalow and setting
up of a digital library’, which
was approved by the Union
Finance Ministry in June 2013.
The work, however, could com-
mence only in early 2016. The
