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3.Sant Gadge Baba Jayanti and Sant Ravidas Maharaj Jayanti- 23rd February 2022

On 23rd February 2022, the Library and Information Centre of Progressive Education
Society's Modern College of Arts, Science and Commerce (Autonomous), Shivajinagar, Pune
-5 celebrated the Birth Anniversary of 'Sant Gadge Maharaj' and 'Sant Ravidas Mahara;j' as
per the instructions in Government of Maharashtra's GR under the guidance of Respected
Principal Dr.Rajendra S. Zunjarrao Sir.

Debuji Zhingraji Janorkar, who is popularly known as Gadge Baba, was born in a small
village Shengaon of district Amravati, Maharashtra, India on 23rd February 1876.

Principal Sir mentioned that Sant Gadge Baba was a great saint of 19th century and is known
for his social services. Sant Gadge Maharaj was a mendicant-saint and social reformer from
the Indian state of Maharashtra. He lived in voluntary poverty and wandered to different
villages promoting social justice and initiating reforms, especially related to sanitation. He
was a holy saint who worked for helpless and poor. Community-service became the base of
his teachings of Baba.

Sant Gadge Baba's teachings were:

1. Give food to the hungry.

2. Give shelter to the needy.

3. Protect the environment.

Principal Sir also mentioned that Sant Ravidasji was an Indian mystic poet-sant of the Bhakti
movement and founder of Ravidassia religion during the 15th to 16th century CE. He was a
guru (teacher) in the region of Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Madhya Pradesh and
mainly Punjab and Haryana. The Adi Granth of Sikhs, and Panchvani of the Hindu warrior-
ascetic group Dadupanthis are the two oldest attested sources of the literary works of Ravi-
das. He was a poet-saint, social reformer and a spiritual figure. Ravidas's devotional Verses
were included in the Sikh scriptures known as Guru Granth Sahib. The Panch Vani text of the
Dadupanthi tradition within Hinduism also includes numerous poems of Ravidas. He taught
removal of social divisions of caste and gender, and promoted unity in the pursuit of personal
spiritual freedoms.

Under the guidance of Respected Principal Dr. Rajendra S. Zunjarrao Sir, Librarian Dr.
Shantashree Sengupta, Library Staff and the students paid their respect to Sant Ravidas Ma-
haraj.

Despite
government orders stating
that colleges should give con-
cessions to such cases or give

Shete wrote a letter to the
Directorate of Higher Edu-
cation in January seeking
forstrictactionagainstcolle-
ges that were withholding
mark sheets of the students.

“To apply for any scho-
larships, we need to upload
the previousyear’smark she-
et while filling the form onli-
ne. However, we are getting
complaints from many stu-
dents that colleges are refu-
sing to part with the original
mark sheets, which inturn is
leading to the aspirants not
being able to fill the forms to
get a scholarship because
they have not paid their full
fee. We want the universities
to tell the affiliated colleges
not to block anybody’s docu-
ments for any reason and al-
sototake therequisiteaction
against the ones who are do-
ingso,” Shete said.

The new guidelines drawn up by the
NAAC, which is an autonomous body under
the UGC, allow newer institutions — those
with one academic year or more — to apply
for provisional accreditation. So far, colleges
and universities needed to be at least six

The purpose of
the change, according to the guidelines, is to
“widen the horizon of accreditation”.

What is accreditation, and how does it
help an educational institution and its
students?
Accreditation, put simply, is a quality
check exercise. Through a multi-layered
process steered by the NAAC, a higher edu
cation institution gets to know whether it
meets certain standards of quality set by the
evaluator in terms of curriculum, faculty, in-
frastructure, researchand financial well-be-
ing among others. Based on these parame-
ters, the NAAC gives institutions grades
ranging from A++ to C. If an institution 1s
graded D, it means {tis not accredited
NAAC director Prot' S C Sharma told The
Indian Express that apart from recognition,
being accredited also helps institutions at-
tract capital as funding agencies look for ob-
Jective data for performance funding. It
helps an institution know its strengths,
weaknesses, and opportunities through an
informed review process.

How many institutions in India are
accredited?

There are 1,043 universities and 42,343
colleges listed on the portal of the All India
Survey on Higher Education. As of February
8, there were 392 universities and 8,483 col-
leges that were NAAC-accredited

Region-wise, the northern states have
the highest number of accredited universi-
ties at 136, tollowed by the south with 113

the west with 72, the east with 52 and the
Northeast with 19. Among accredited col-
leges, the west leads the list with 2,623, fol-
lowed by the south with 2,597, the north
with 1,806, the east with 1,100, and the
Northeast with 357,
Among the states, Maharashtra accounts
for the highest number of accredited col-
leges at 1,796, which is more than twice as
many as the Kamataka's 864, the next high-
est. Tamil Nadu has the most accredited uni-
versities at43.

Sharma said Pondicherry University is
among the oldest accredited universities
while the International Institute for
Population Studies in Mumbai underwent
its first cycle of accreditation very recently.
