In April 2020, UGCnotified
its regulations for Indian uni-
versities to collaborate with
their foreign counterparts to
offer joint, twinning or dual
degrees. As per the regulatio-
ns, students will be able to
earn a dual degree conferred
by Indian and foreign higher
educational institutions, sep-

arately and simultaneously.
The University of Queen-

sland, Australia, is meeting
UGC officials in August for po-
tential collaboration, while
according to UGC sources, a
university from France has
committed to set up a satellite
centre in India soon.

TWEET @YashPune_Mirror
aking a cue from the directorate
of technical education (DTE), the
directorate of higher education
(DHE) has issued directives to all
the joint directors to collect year-wise
data on refundable caution money sit-
ting idle in the coffers of aided and un-
aided colleges — offering graduate and
post-graduate degrees — under their re-
spective jurisdictions.

There are 3,141 aided colleges affiliat-
ed with 14 public universities in
Maharashtra. More than Rs 500 crore is
lying in the bank accounts of these col-
leges in Pune, Mumbai, Nagpur, Thane,
and other districts.

The DHE issued the order on June 2.
Earlier, the DTE had issued orders to all
the joint directors to gather details on
refundable deposit, including caution

money, library and laboratory fees from
1,800 aided and unaided technical insti-
tutes.

Mirror had first highlighted the issue
on April 18. The action by the DHE and
the DTE comes in the wake of several
follow-ups.

Amar Ekaad, a Right to Information
(RTI) activist and president of the Care of
People’s Safety (COPS) Student
Association said, “Under the RTI Act, we
