Report : E-Waste Disposal Drive 2023

The Department of Electronic Science established as independent Department in June 1993. There are four
courses under the department namely Vocational Electronics, B.Sc. Electronic Science, B.Sc. (CS)
Electronics, M.Sc. (Electronic Science)

All courses have practicals in the syllabus, so many electronic test and measuring instruments are used during
the practical sessions in the UG and PG laboratories. There are computer based practicals for S.Y. B.Sc.,
T.Y.B.Sc. and M.Sc (Electronic Science) courses and personal computer systems are used for this purpose.
After the years of usage of all the instruments and Computer systems are now not in a condition to use during
the practical sessions and also not repairable. After checking them from the Technical experts they were
declared as not repairable. These instruments occupy huge space in the laboratory.

After the discussion in department meeting about this issue it was decided to scrap these not repairable
instruments and computers, computer peripherals and treat it as e-Waste. In May 2023, the stock taking
procedure was completed and a list of instruments for write-off was prepared.

This matter was discussed with respected Principal sir and the decision about e-Waste collection and disposal
drive was taken immediately.

Accordingly an e-Waste disposal committee was formulated comprising of Mr. Vivek Divate (Lab. Assistant),
Dr. P.S. Varade (Coordinator Dead Stock) , Dr. M.R.Bodke (In-charge e-Waste Disposal), Prof.
D.B.Gaikwad , Head , Department of Electronic Science. All the other Teaching and Non-teaching staff
supported this activity.

The e-Waste disposal committee invited quotations from e-Waste vendors. We received 4 quotations. The
e-Waste disposal committee selected Kuldeep e-Waste Disposal vendor from Pune for taking e-Waste and
give certification of e-Waste disposal.

E-Waste Disposal Committee scrutinized the list, verified entries from dead stock register, identified

instruments from list and prepared final list of not-repairable instruments.
On 2™ August 2023, Kuldeep E-Waste Disposal vendor visited department and counted and weighed the not
repairable instruments and they collected them in their vehicle. They deposited the amount in the office. On
14™ August 2023, we have received certificate of e-Waste disposal. It was assured by them that they will
dispose this e-Waste in appropriate manner as per protocol and without harming the environment. Thus,
e-waste disposal drive completed successfully. In this drive all teaching and non-teaching staff helped at
different stages.

NEW DELHI: Regulations and
schemes for marginalised com-
munities will be scrutinised by
an expert panel of the higher
education regulator, the educa-

In April, the regulator revised
its 2019 regulations and issued
UGC (Redressal of Grievances of
Students) Regulations, 2023,
which made it mandatory to
include one member from a
marginalised caste or tribe, and
one woman, in student griev-
ance redressal committees to be
constituted by educational insti-
tutions to deal with student com-
plaints.

The guidelines were notified
at a time when a string of stu-
dent suicides at premier educa-
tional institutions, especially at
Indian Institutes of Technology,
triggered a debate on the pres-
sure and problems faced by
pupils in these campuses. In par-
ticular, the death of an 18-ye
old Dalit student at IIT Bombay

As a result of this, huge amounts of govern-
ment funds have gone into the pockets of
administrators, According to some sources, the
figure comes up ta Rs 7,784 crore in 2022.23,
However, others put the amount at over Rs
10,000 crore.

A source in the DHE told Mirror on the con-
dition of anonymity: “There are a total of 4,346
private arts, commerce, and sclence colleges in
36 districts of the state. These aided colleges are

given 100 percent aid by the DHE. Earlier, pri-
vate-aided colleges were given salary grants and
non-salary grants. However, the state govern-
ment has changed the non salary grant formula
as per the government decision dated February
16, 2004. As per the new order, an amount of §
per cent of the salary grant amount of the
approved teachers and non-teaching staff paid
to the respective colleges every year is being
adjusted from the amount of non-salary grants
as per the Sth Pay Commission. For that too,
there is a condition of having a full-time princi-
pal in all colleges.

directly deposited in the bank account in the
name of the principal of the concemed college.
While submitting this salary payment, the con-
cemed college is required to attach a scanned
copy of their salary bank account passbook with

It means that the salary payment should be
paid by deducting the amount deposited in the
bank account from the salary payment amount
subrnitted by that college. But many colleges in
the state do not submit the shadow copy of the
salary bank account and the departmental oint
director’s offices do not even insiston it [tisthe
responsibility of the head of the pay unit in the
concerned departmental joint director’s office
to ensure that no amount is deposited in the
salary bank account of the college.”

Siddharth Gaikwad, principal of one of the
renowned colleges in the city, said, “There is also
a rule that since private aided colleges are given
salary grants for teachers and non-teaching staff
by the state government, the amount collected
as admission fee in that college should be depas-
ited in the salary bank account in the name of
the principal of that college. Because this
amount belongs to the state government.
However, no joint director’s office keeps track of
what the colleges do with the amount collected

as fees. This should be audited by the statutory
auditor and the audit report should be submit-
ted 1o the state govemment.

But for the last 20 to 25 years, grants have not
been determined by the 10 divisional joint direc-
tor’s offices. Apart from salary grants, the DHE
also reimburses the medical bills of teaching and
non-teaching staff. The'arrears of promotions
under the Career Advancement Scheme (CAS)
and consequent pay ncrements are also paid.”

NCF was last revised in 2005,
An early draft of NCF was
released by NCERT in April for
wider public consultation. Union
education minister Dharmendra
Pradhan on Wednesday handed
over the final NCF to the recently
constituted 19-member National
Syllabus and Teaching Learning
Material Commitiee (NSTC)
which will now finalise the cur-

riculum, textbooks and learning
material based on this,

While the final document
retains most of the recommen-
dations mentioned in the draft,
there are some changes, with the
most notable one being that on
languages.

“Learning a language is learn-
ing a culture. Language educa-
tion aims to enable the student
to immerse and participate in
the linguistic heritage and cul-
ture of India, including through

participatory engagement with
the rich written and oral litera-
ture of India such as stories,
poems, songs. epics, plays, films, |
and more,” the framework |
stated.

IN A significant departure from
the draft proposals released for
public feedback in April this year,
the National Curriculum
Framework (NCF), released by
the Centre on Wednesday, man-
dates teaching of three lan-
guages, including two Indian lan-
guages, in Classes 9-10, and two
languages, including one Indian
language, in Class 11-12.

I'he final version of the NCF
has also dialled down on the em-
phasis on immediate transition
from annual to semester system
mnclass 12

According to sources, several
states objected to this proposal
as they were not ready for the
transition, given the infrastruc
tural challenges - in terms of
teaching and assessment - the
shift to the semester system

would have posed. The final NCY
now states that “in the long

“Board exams will be offered at
least twice a year to ensure stu-
dents have enough time and op-
portunity to perform well
Students can then appear for a
board exam in subjects they have
completed and feel ready for.
They will also be allowed to re-
tain the best score.” it states.

The mandate of teaching
two Indian languages in Classes
9-10 and one Indian language in
Classes 11-12 was included fol-
lowing “extensive feedback”
from as many as 4,000 organi-
sations in the past three
months, sources told The Indian
Express. It is learnt that RSS-af-
filiated organisations had ex-
pressed dissatisfaction over the
draft NCF not laying emphasis
on Indhan languages. espeaally
in Classes 11-12

“The first draft was a very
early version, and was expected
o undergo substantal changes
following the deliberatons and
feedback recenved, leading up 1o
the final NCE” saud a member of
the 13-member stecring com
mittee that authored the final
document. The changes were Last
discussed by members of the
steernng CoOmIMItes al a meetng
in the beginning of july, afrer
which the final document was

submitted to the Union Minister
of Education, Dharmendra
Pradhan, on july 30.

The steernng commuttee was
headed by former ISRO chief K
Kasturirangan, and included
Fields medalist Manjul Bhargava,
former chairperson of National
Book Trust Govind Prasad
Sharma. Jamia Milha Islamia
Vice-Chancellor Najma Akhtar,
founder Chairman of Dalit Indian
Chamber of Commerce and
Industry Milind Kamble, and

founder director of NGO
Language and Learning
Foundation Dhir Jhingran,
among others.

The draft document advo-
cated the teaching of three lan-
guages (referred to as R1,R2 and
R3)n Classes 6,7 and 8, and two
languages in Classes 9and 10(R1
and R2 ). No guidelines were pro-
vided for language learning in
Classes 11 and 12

According to the Apnil draft,
R1 denoted the mother tongue
or home language, R2 could be
any other language (including
English), and R3 was any lan-
guage that wasn't R1 or R2. State
governments and relevant school
boards were granted the free-
dom to decide the classification
of R1.R2 and R3

However, the final NCF man-
dates the compulsory instruction
of three languages (referred toas
R1,R2 and R3) up to Class 10.“At
least two of these three lan-
guages — R1, R2, and R3 — must
be native to India,” it says. “In
classes 11 and 12, students wall
have to study two languages and
one of them has to be an Indian
language.” it adds.

Currently, most school
boards, including the Central |
Board of Secondary Education
(CBSE), assess students on two
languages in the Class 10 board |
exam and one language in the
Class 12 board exam. However,
some state boards mandate the
teaching of a regional language

up to Class 10, such as Marathiin

Maharashtra and Bengali in West

Bengal. The final NCF makes the
study of Indian languages imper-
ative across schools and boards,
contrary to the optional nature of
these subjects at present.

It's important to note that the
National Education Policy 2020
and the NCF, based on the educa-

tion policy, are not binding onthe

states. The NEP is a policy that

states are free to adopt, while the
NCF provides guidelinesonhow
school education should be con-

ducted in classrooms.
