Pune: Contentious debates
were expected during the an-

nual senate meeting at the Sa-

vitribai Phule Pune Universi-
tyon Saturday.

Issues like accountability
of professors regarding cont-
roversial plays to legality of
religious chants during uni-
versity meetings were likely
to take centre-stage. The root
of the problem could be tra-
ced back to the parody staged
by students of Lalit Kala
Kendra in Feb, igniting pro-
tests and vandalism on cam-

pus.

Senate member Aparna
Lalingkar suggested in her
proposal that professors must
be held responsible for stu-
dents’ plays in Lalit Kala
Kendra. Referringto the paro-
dy play, Lalingkar said, “The

sanctity of theuniversity was
violated because of it. In or-
der to avoid repetitions 1n
other departments, concer-

ned professors should ensure
there are no obscene behavio-

ur, language and gestures,

and there should be no con-
tent hurting anyone’s religio-
us sentiments.”

Harsh Jagzap, another se-
nate member, has raised issu-
es pertaining to preservation
of the academic autonomy of
the university. “Teachers and
students must have the right
to think and express freely. It
is necessary to acknowledge
the right of students to make
mistakes. The violent inci-
dent at the Lalit Kala Kendra
on Feb2isablow toouracade-
micautonomy.”

A section of teachers had
opposed the incident and rai-
sed religious chants in the

management council mee-
ting held on Feb 6. Jagzap said
that as per Article 28 (1) of the
Constitution of India, no reli-
gious instruction could be im-
posed in any educational in-
stitution, except minority in-
stitutions run on govt grants.
“The Maharashtra govt
has repeatedly issued in-
structions restricting cele-
bration of programmes or
worship of any particular re-
ligion in educational institu-
tions. Despite this, members
came to the management me-
eting chanting the name of
deities of a particular reli-
gion. It violates the Constitu-
tion as well as instructions of
the Maharashtra govt,” said

Jagzap.

of conduct. Some members stood up
and screamed. But Dr Vijay Khare, in
charge registrar, clarified that the
meeting was scheduled with the per-
mission of the state government. This
time, Prasenjit Fadnavis said that in
2019, when there was a similar prob-
lem, permission was given to hold the
senate meeting

Commotion was witnessed in the

first session of the méeting. Dr Vinayak
Ambekar demanded that action be
taken against the noting members. The
other members also demanded action
against unruly members, Dr Apama
Lalingkar approved this. Member
Ashok Sawant stated that it was the fust
time in his 15 years of service that he
had seen such infamy for SPPU. He
stated that members might seek justice

“Starting from the aca-
demicsession 2024-2025, uni-
versities nationwide will
have the opportunity to util-
ise NET scores for admis-
sions to PhD programmes,
replacing the need for sepa-
rate entrance tests conduct
ed by individual universi-
tiesand higher education in-
stitutions (HEIs). This
marks an important step in
streamlining the admis-
sions process and enhanc-
ing accessibility for aspir-
ingdoctoral candidates, “By

leveraging the NET, HEIs
can offer greater flexibility
to students, allowing them
to utilise their scores to ap-
ply for PhD programmes
across various institu-
tions,” said M Jagadesh Ku-
mar, chairperson, UGC.

“We encourage all HEIs
to adopt NET exam scores
for PhD admissions starting
from the 2024-2025 academic

Following that, students with
the highest percentage will be
placed in the second group.
Thesg students will be consid-
ered for Assistant Professorship
and PhD admissions.

PUNE: The first year of gradua-
tion is when students can
choose their major and
optional (minor) subjects
according to the New Educa-
tion Policy (NEP).

However, [ollowing an
assessment of the autonomous
colleges, the Maharashtra state
steering committee has recom-
mended certain important
adjustments.

As a result, rather than in
their first year, students will be
able to choose the main subject
in the second year instead of
the first year.

The decision of the steering
committee has given relief to
the students who have passed
Class 12 and are taking admis-
sion in the first year.

Baviskar has released the circu-
lar and students will be able to
choose the main subject from
second year onwards.

Subject selection

“In the academic year 2024-25,

subjects can be chosen in the -
first year as before. In the sec-

ond year an Opportunity will be
given to choose the main sub-
ject.

“One of the subjects chosen
in the first year can be chosen
as the main subject in the sec-
ond year,” said Nitin Karamal-
kar, chairman, state steering
committee.
