The Department of Performing Arts, Modern College of Arts, Science and Commerce, Shivajinagar, Pune — 5
organised a two-day lec-dem series, conceived and curated by Dept. Head Dr. Pushkar Lele on Instrumental
Music on the 16™ and 17" Aug 2024. The lec-dem on the first day was conducted by Shri. Anupam Joshi
who talked about ‘String Instruments of the Sarod lineage’. The following day saw Pt. Milind Tulankar speak
on ‘The Magic of rare musical instruments’.

Anupam ji opened his session by introducing the ancient instrument Rudra Veena. After explaining the anat-
omy of the instrument briefly, a video of the Rudra Veena was played. He then showed the SurSringrar,
demonstrating its unique deep sonorous sound by playing it himself. Moving further, he then displayed the
Mohun Veena, an instrument conceptualized by Pt. Radhikamohun Moitra. Some modifications and customi-
zations have been made by Anupan ji that enables the instrument to be of the size of a sarod but produce the
sound of a SurSringar. He then introduced the Rabab, an original instrument of Persian-Afgan origin. He ex-
plained the modifications it went through, in the form of Nanakshahi Rabab etc. and also played the instru-
ment for the students so that they better understand how it sounded. Anupam ji then explained in detail the
types of Sarod, demonstrating the similarities and differences through playing and other video clips. He also
demonstrated the Dotara, the folk version of the Sarod by playing a folk melody on this instrument. He was
ably supported on the tabla by Prof. Shripad Shirwalkar.

The lec-dem on 17" Aug saw Pt. Milind Tulankar demonstrate many rare instruments like the Morchung (a
mouth-reed instrument of folk origin), several ‘tarang’ instruments of the xylophone family like Kach (glass)-
tarang, Kashta-tarang (consisting of wooden resonating bars), Patti-tarang (consisting of bars cut from floor
tiles), Nalli-tarang (resonating pieces of cut pipes) and the Jal-tarang. He also showed a demonstration of the
Crystal bowl, a resonating bowl made from crystal/quartz. It’s unique rounded soothing sound with a long
reverberation time makes for effective use in sound therapy. Shri. Yash Soman who accompanied Pt.
Tulankar also demonstrated few instruments like a modified Cajon (a percussion instrument of Spanish
origin), tongue-drum and pipe-drum. Pt. Tulankar was ably accompanied on the tabla by Shri. Ganesh Ta-
navade.

The lec-dems were highly informative and interactive with enthusiastic students asking many questions. They
also got to handle the instruments in person and appreciate their anatomy and beauty. The programmes were
attended by large number of students and staff of Modern College. The artists were felicitated by Dr. Lele
and respected Principal Dr. Rajendra Zunjarrao.

The Lokpal has the authority to
hear and decide appeals against decisions of
the university and the Grievance Redressal
Cell, The hearing of the organisations opposed
to Sanap’s name was held at the university
guest house but the report of that committee
has not been made public yet.

Meanwhile, Jyoti Bhakre has been appoint-
ed as the in-charge registrar. Objections have
also been raised as to how the appointment of
the in-charge post was made without publish-
ing the report of the Panse committee,

Dr. Harsh Galkwad, senate member, SPPU,

sdld, "ot the university administration to be
transparent, it is necessary to publish the com-
mittee report on the university’s website.
Otherwise, it is necessary to find out under

whose pressure the university administration
is not publishing the report.”

Sagar Vaidya, SPPU Management Council
member, “As the first step to end the Incum-
bency rule, it becomes imperative to stream-
line the appointment process of full-time
registrar. But the university wasted that oppor-
tunity. A full-time registrar must be appointed
to face NACC, But I have been saying from the
beginning that some people are reluctant to
appoint a full-time registrar. That seems to be
true, Thissame tendency Is creating obstacles
in this selection process by spreading miscon-
ceptions. It Is unfortunate that during this
appointment various processes were demol-
ished In the university.”

Rahul Sasane, PhD researcher and president

of the University Student Struggle Action
Committee, sald, “The Inquiry committee was
formed after the discussion about the appoint-
ment of a controversial person to the post of
registrar. The report of the Inquiry committee
should be published. The information about
how many were qualified and disqualified
should be released. How were the in-charge reg-
Istrars appointed again when they were Ineligi-
ble? All this should be disclosed by Dr. Gosavi.”

Kuldeep Ambekar, Founder Student
Helping Hand, said, “Dr. Gosavi constituted
the Lokpal Panse Committee according to
which university rules, I was also present in
that hearing, I have registered my objections
to it. But I wonder why the report has not
been made public on the website. The truth
should be published. This is our demand.”

Dhananjaya Kulkarni, a former Senate
member, sald, “Appointing an in-charge with-
out filling the post of full-time registrar is not
an option. Making high-ranking appoint-
ments controversial is a political ploy. The
code of conduct for assembly elections will
come into effect in the coming months. 1t is
likely to stall the selection process for regis-
trars. Correspondence has been sent to the
Governor and Vice-Chancellor's office in this
regard, Meanwhile, we demand that the
Lokpal Panse Committee's report be published
on the university’s website.”

‘higher education to many stu-
dents who aspire to pursue
higher studies in central univer-
sities.”

UGC chairman M Jagadesh
Kumar said, “We should not
leave any seats vacant. Every
seat is valuable in our universi-
ties. The universities must make
all efforts to ensure that students
are offered admission in your

-university so that no seat is left
unfilled.”

UGC also said the CUET
scores will remain the “primary
criteria” for admitting students
and that UGC has already writ-
ten to all central universities to

The Manage-
ment has initiated a departmen-
tal inquiry against him and is
kept under suspension till the
time the inquiry is pending. You
are therefore requested to make
the necessary entry in the
attendance muster and all other
necessary records and do the
needful and take all the neces-
sary steps in this respect.”

For the past few days, there
has been a buzz around the post
of registrar of SPPU as student

organisations said that a contro-
versial person should not be
selected for the post of registrar,
Two days ago, the SPPU admin-
istration constituted a commit-
tee under the chairmanship of a
retired judge to investigate the
complaints received regarding
the post of registrar,

“Manohar Sanap, whose
name was in the running to be
SPPU registrar has been sus-
pended by the Modern Educa-
tion Society. SPPU administra-
tion should disclose whether
such a suspended person will be
appointed as the university reg-
istrar,” said Kalpesh Yadav, joint
secretary, Yuva Sena organisa-
tion.

Mumbai: No inspector will
visit college campuses to
grade them. No third-party
agency will validate data
submitted by a college un-
dergoing assessment. Insti-
tutes which had to meet the
same uniform standards, be
it in Mumbai or Meerut, Del-
hi or Dibrugarh, may now
havedifferent thresholds for
evaluation based on loca-
tion, accessibility and in-
frastructurein theregion.
These are some of the
changes proposed in the new
binary system of accredita-
tion, in which universities
and colleges will havenogra-
des but be declared either as
accredited or not accredited.
The new system, to be laun-
ched in Sept, is taking final
shape and could be made
mandatory, according to po-
licymakers in education mi-
nistry.

National Assessment
and Accreditation Council
has already stopped accep-
ting applications under the
old method. Instead of offici-
al visits or data verification

GRADES NO MORE: Under new
system, to be launched in Sept,
institutions will be marked only
as accredited or not accredited

by third-party consultants,
scores may be henceforth gi-
ven as per peer reviews. A
few neighbouring colleges
will be picked to verify the
data submitted by a college,
as per thenew system.

“It has been difficult to
meet the inherent challeng-
es of the system we were fol-
lowing thus far. Institutions
want change. We want to be
sensitive to the require-
ments of rural colleges. It is
important to mainstream
our rural colleges and in do-
ing so, we are mainstrea-
ming the youth who study
there,” said NAAC director
Ganesan Kannabiran.

Cu.rrent!y, 12,000 institu-
tes in India have been accre-
dited, of which 6,000 have a
valid grade, which means
the remaining 6,000 never
applied to NAAC again after
their grades expired. “Close
to 60% of institutes in India
areinruralandremoteareas
that have their own challeng-
es; such as access to top-
notch faculty, road connecti-
vity, and industry network.
We cannot look at them with
the same standard fram-
ework that we have for insti-
tutes in urban areas,” added
Kannabiran.

NAAC also plans to
launch a programme to men-
tor institutes. A 24/7 helpli-
ne will be initiated to hand-
hold institutes applying un-
der the new system. Consul-
tations have already taken
place across five different
parts of the country. On

Monday, NAAC held the
sixth one with colleges from
ruraland remoteareas. Each
consultation has had over
1,000 participants and offici-
als of various states have
spokenatthe meetings about

initiatives taken to encoura-

Theresponse to the question
in 2020 had said that the govern-
mentisinthe process of formu-
lating and finalising a new NEP.

The Department of Higher
Education secretary stated be-
fore the committee that the NEP
2020 lays out clear guidelines
and a road map for adoption of
vocational education and prac-
tical training in the regular aca-
demic curriculum.

On this, Thambidurai ob-
