retraction of nearly 500
research papers, five of which
were directly from the univer-
sity and the remaining 495 were
from affiliated colleges that had
been published under the SPPU
name. This, according to him,
has damaged the credibility of
the institution in global
research databases,

“This has unfairly impacted
the university’s reputation and
ranking. We need to pay special
attention to research integrity
and publication standards. The
university should continue to
engage emeritus professors and
introduce the category of pro-
fessors of practice,” he said. He
also pointed out that many UGC
schemes have been discontin-
ued, affecting academic and
research growth.

Lamdhade, however, cal-
led these reasons excuses.
“The university hasnot done
anything to publicise its co-
urses. Secondly, the place-
mentsare low As per the uni-
versity'sanswer, only 497 stu-
dents had been placed direct-
ly in the last five years. Then
there are departments or co-
urses which are getting very
low response from students
Hence, it is time to check
whether we need to keep run-
ning those courses or change
them. There is a need to inno-
vate and appoint deserving
people to key positions inste-
ad of giving additionalchar-
ges to people who already ha
ve full-time responsibilities.”
