One Day Workshop – F.Y. Result System (Computer Software): 
 We are thankful to the University of Pune, Examination Section for giving us an opportunity for conducting a one day 
workshop on Software for First Year B.A., B. Com., B.Sc., and B.B.A., B.C.A., B.F.T. Examinations. The workshop was Organized 
by Administrative Staff of the College on 13th March 2012. Large number of Participants from colleges of Pune City and 
Pimpri Chinchwad area were present for this workshop. Shri. Sathe Vitthal, Deputy Registrar (Exam.), University of Pune 
was the Chief Guest of the function. He explained the Policy of University of Pune for providing this software free of cost to 
all the Colleges affiliated to University of Pune. He also explained the need of such software to bring uniformity and accuracy 
in declaration of F.Y. Results. Principal Kakasaheb Mohite, Dean, Faculty of Science, University of Pune was also present for 
the function. He expressed his views for making available this software to all the colleges. Participants were welcomed by 
Principal Dr. R. S. Zunjarrao, Prof. S. S. Deshmukh, Secretary P. E. Society and Vice-Principal of the College also expressed his 
views about the software and the need for using such advanced, technology in the field of education. Shri. Gadekar D. B., 
Asstt. Registrar (Exams.) University of Pune was also present for the function. Prof. Lad from Hindustan Computers and his 
assistant gave a presentation and explained how to use the software for preparing the F.Y. Result at college level. 
 Guidance sessions (information lectures) were scheduled at the beginning of the academic year for the fresh students 
(freshers). All Heads of the Department and Chairman of various Committees gave the basic information about the various 
facilities, courses available in the college, NCC, NSS, Earn and Learn Scheme, Library, Gymkhana and General Administration. 
 The academic year 2011-12 was quite an eventful year. The routine administrative work was carried out smoothly due 
to the excellent co-operation of all the members of the staff. Newly appointed staff offered good co-operation in discharging 
the important responsibilities such as conduct of Central Assessment Programme (of Pune University), H.S.C. Board 
Examination, University Examinations etc. The work of recently started courses at Under Graduate Level, P.G. Level and P.G. 
Diplomas. (Courses like BBA, BCA, PG Course in MCA under Commerce and Post Graduate Diploma Foreign Trade etc.) was 
also carried out successfully. The staff is also ready and willing to carry out the Administrative work of newly proposed 
course i.e. B. Sc. Animation. 
 The Office Administration has recognized the entire activities of the office so as to render more effective service to the 
students and staff. The scheme for students Database Management “VRIDDHI” was installed from the academic year 2010-
11. The proposed network will enable all the departments to share the office and Library data. The concerned staff has also 
completed the data entry work for the academic year. This year the University of Pune has taken the decision, that the 
colleges have to conduct all the First Year Exams and accordingly we have successfully conducted the first year exams in all 
respect. With the help of “VRIDDHI” Software we have conducted the F.Y. Examination of April and October 2011, including 
issuing the computerized Admit Cards and Marklists (preprinted) to students. Every things regarding the conduct of First 
Year Examination has been computerized using advanced techniques. Utmost care was taken for conducting the 
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examinations smoothly. The college has developed its own website which will also help a lot to present the various 
important aspects of existing and newly introduced courses for the world at large. The Principal, Vice-Principals and other 
committee members are always giving support for adopting advance technology for giving maximum benefits to the 
students and staff of the college. This year the decision has been taken to channelize the admission system properly from 
the academic year 2012-13. Efforts are being taken to setup such a system that the student taking admission will complete 
the entire admission process in a sequential manner such as checking of admission form and fee challa, payment of fees etc. 
At the same time he will also enter important details of admission on computer so as to get the Identity card immediately. It 
has also been proposed to get online Scholarship/Freeship forms filled at the time of admission only. This will save time of 
students and Staff. 
 Various activities, events organized during he academic year were also uploaded on the college web. The online 
admission process for First Year Computer Science Course is being successfully carried out, since last two years. It has been 
proposed from this year the online payment facility will also be made available for this course. This will avoid rush of 
students and parents during the admission period Various forms like Admission, Cancellation T.C. were also made available 
on the website so that students save their time in standing unnecessarily in the queue for getting such forms. We also 
proposed to provide various facilities to students viz., availability of Railway concession form and such other forms on the 
college website, so that they can easily take printout of such forms at home and can directly come to the office for further 
processing. We wish to adopt online admissions for students, second year onwards, by which they can fill the details of 
admission form at home and submit it to the college on internet for further processing of admission. Special attention is 
being paid to provide better services to the students and staff viz., the work of disbursing Scholarships/Freeships to the 
students, refund of deposits to the students, by issuing direct pay orders in the name of students from separate bank 
accounts opened for the purpose. 
 Almost all the pending work of Provident Fund has been completed up to 2010-11 and the P.F. Slips were also 
distributed to the staff. The Service Books of all teaching and non-teaching staff of Senior and Junior College are also being 
updated. Various claims and disbursement of all the pending arrears of the staff, quick submission of the pension cases of 
retiring members of the staff, its follow-up, speedy settlement of Pension and P.F. cases, reimbursement of medical bills etc, 
are done. Efforts are also being made to achieve full computerization of the office work in coming future. 
 The Accounts Section is taking utmost care to complete all accounting work accurately and within stipulated time. Care 
is being taken to disburse all the amounts in time, received from the Government and other authorities. The internal audit of 
the college accounts as well as the Statutory Audit for the year 2010-11 has been already completed. 
 From last two years were are implementing the scheme introduced by University of Pune ‘Earn and Learn Scheme’ 
were the students are given opportunity to work and earn money. Accordingly maximum numbers of students from 
different classes are given chance to work either in the library, office or in different departments. Assistance from the 
students is also helpful in the respective departments for completing the work in time. 
 The office staff, inspire of its busy schedule and heavy work took part in various competitions, functions, Sate level, 
National and International level workshops and seminars in the year 2011-12. All the staff members have taken active par t 
in carrying out their responsibilities for successful organization of International Seminar in Life Science organized by the 
college (Department of Botany) during January, 2012. In order to improve the efficiency of work some of them were also 
given Special Training.

Challenges: 
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 Ban on dissections on animals has lead to searching alternatives for such practicals with respect to understanding 
anatomy and also the skill needed in dissections. 

 Issues related to environmental and biodiversity are increasing recently. The teaching and inputs in syllabus need to 
immediately address these issues. 

 Most of the animal types included in the syllabus are exotic species. It is essential that description of Indigenous fauna 
be added in the syllabus.   

 Considering the advances in practicals of Molecular Biology, Cell Biology, Developmental Biology and Biochemistry, all 
concerned staff should undergo rigorous hands-ontraining so as to impart the best to their students.  

 Genuine multifactorial limitations of the students coming from varied socio-economic background creates 
heterogeneity in the class and addressing the needs of all of them in the same class is a challenging task.   

Future plan:   

 Addition to the existing short term skill development courses which would include:Apiculture, Basic taxonomy and 
biodiversity, Micro-technique, Instrumentation, Public health and hygiene and Nature Photography. 

 Increasing participation of students in projects and hands-on training including summer training.   
 Our department will also take efforts towards career guidance, campus interviews and creating a placement cell. 
 Organizing visits / training for staff and laboratory assistant for enhancement of skills. 
 Contribution of research students at our PGRC in teaching and practical for UG and PG students. 
 Half yearly meeting of research students and guides of department with research scholars and university authorities. 
 Further efforts for establishing the remunerative consultancy services 

Departmental Activity:
