Infrastructural growth and Development in various Departments: 
In the recent past our college has taken spectacular strides on the path of progress. We have received ‘Best 

College award’ from the University of Pune; ‘A’ Grade awarded by NAAC, Bangalore; the status of ‘College with 
Potential for Excellence’ (CPE); ‘Star College’ Scheme of Department of Biotechnology, New Delhi (DBT) and the 
sanction of special Grant for the development of Life Science Department. 

In addition to these grants college is also in receipt of funds from different sources; BSR, QIP and BCUD. It also 
includes grants received to the individual proposals of Major/Minor Projects/Schemes of the UGC. Many teachers 
from the different departments of the college are in receipt of such grants.

The staff also attended to visited to visits of the Local Inquiry Committees regarding affiliation and continuation 
etc. 
Information for freshers: 

This year also guidance session (information lectures) were scheduled at the beginning of the academic year for 
the fresh students (freshers) seeking admission in our college (i.e. Std XI and First Year Classes of all the streams). 

Heads of all Departments and Chairpersons of various Committees gave basic information about the facilities, 
prospects, skill development programmes and various activities in the college. General information regarding Office 
administration was also given to them. 

During this academic year also Identity Cards were made available on the vary day of admission to students of all 
classes. This helped the students and staff to maintain discipline in the college premises. 
Proposed use of advance technology: 

In many of the fields we are using Advance Technology / ICT. In near future, we plan to introduce activities like 
online admissions, computerized attendance of students, Alerts to parents regarding attendance and performance of 
their wards and online communication of teachers with parents and students. 

University of Pune has already started sending online question papers of some classes on trial basis. We have 
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successfully adapted ourselves to this system. We have purchased high speed Reso Digital Copiers especially for this 
purpose. 
Digital Record Room: 

Separate space and a dedicated staff to coordinate digitization were provided. Old records were scanned and data 
retrieval software system was installed and implemented during the year. Important documents, reports and records 
of students and staff can now be easily accessed and retrieved. 

Secondly this facility has helped us to save time, storage space and manpower. 
The formal Inauguration of the Digital Record Room and Digital Library was arranged in July, 2013 at the 

auspicious hands of Dr. D.Y. Patil, Governor of Bihar. 
General administration and examinations: 

Routine administrative work was carried out smoothly due to the excellent co-operation of all the members of the 
staff including the newly appointed staff. All University theory examination, H.S.C. Board theory examinations and eh 
total responsibility of the First Year University examinations including printing of Admit Cards of students, 
preparation and declaration of results, were efficiently managed by the office Staff. 

All the online transactions related to the University as well as H.S.C. Board examinations and uploading the data 
were carried out successfully. 

This year the University of Pune has introduced Credit System for the Post Graduate Courses. This is being 
flawlessly implemented for all the 16 post graduate courses in the college. 

The office administration has reorganized the activities of the office so as to render more effective service to the 
students and staff especially by the effective use of Students Database Management by “VRIDDHI” software. 

Office staff is taking maximum efforts to support the newly introduced system of Online Question Papers and 
Barcode System for the answer books. Training sessions were arranged for the information, for college staff involved 
in the examinations. A Special Guest lecture was also arranged for giving the detailed information regarding use and 
purpose of the barcodes and hollow craft stickers. 

Office staff is also ready and willing to carry out the administrative work of newly proposed courses like B. Sc. 
Animation, Fashion Designing. 

Medical examination of all first year students was conducted on behalf of the University of Pune, by the 
committee constituted by the college. Chairman Dr. Mrs. S. L. Taware and Superintendent Shri. V. L. Avhad carried out 
his activity with the help of teaching and non-teaching staff. Adequate team of doctors for the medical examination 
carried out this work smoothly. 

The college is developing its own new website. Information of newly introduced course, different events and 
activities conducted by the college would be made available on the website. 

This year efforts are being taken to develop CMS based college website in which each and every department will 
have its own website, linked with the main website of the college. Data sharing between the administrative section 
and the departments will become easier. 

This will also enable he students to be updated independently regarding various aspects related to their 
academics and all other college activities. 

The idea of online admissions and online payments of fees is also under consideration for the benefit of parents 
and students seeking admissions in our college. 

The Accounts and Administrative section of the college has taken efforts to see that, all the work related to 
Provident Fund will be completed in time. The PF Slips are under process for distribution to the staff. The Service 
Books of all teaching & non-teaching staff of Senior and Junior College are also being update and scanned. Various 
claims and disbursement of all pending arrears of the staff is completed. Quick submission of pension cases of retiring 
members of the staff and its follow-up, speedy settlement of Pension & PF cases, reimbursement of medical bills has 
been done. 

The Account section is taking utmost care to complete all accounting work accurately and within time schedule. 
Care is being taken to disburse all the amounts in time, received from the Government & other authorities. The 
internal audit of all the Units of the college, as well as Statutory Audit for the year 2012-13 has already been 
completed. The Audit of the current year i.e. 2013-14 will be initiated immediately. 

Under the able guidance of Principle, Dr. R. S. Zunjarrao, Vice-Principal and Secretary PES Prof. S. S. Deshmukh, 
the Statement of Expenditures and Utilization Certificates and Audit regarding different schemes and sanctioned by 
the different funding agencies have been completed in time.

INTRODUCTION 

Electronic waste, e-waste, is electrical and electronic equipment discarded due to out of order, end of life or due 
to projection of advanced versions of electrical or electronic devices. To manage these discarded devices, e-waste, 
various policies are adopted in the world. Basically recycle, reuse and reduce are the 3R principle to handle e-waste 
materials. Informal processing of electronic waste may cause serious health and pollution problems. Spares of the e-
waste devices like packaging materials, plastics, batteries, covers, chemicals etc. also brings hazardous effects in 
environment. The better way is to repair, reuse and reduce generation of e-waste. Disposal of it through a recognized 
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and authorized industry is very much necessary. It becomes necessary to create awareness among the society 
regarding e-waste and reducing it.

In the academic year 2013-14, 480 students enrolled for XI science and 180 students enrolled for XI Commerce.
