The UGC recently add-
ed a new clause in its UGC
(Promotion of Academic
Integrity and Prevention of
Plagiarism in Higher Edu-
cational Institutions) Regu-
lations, 2018, which strict:

self-plagiarism or text-recy-
cling.

The commission stated in
its notice issued on April 20
that ‘reproduction, in part or
whole, of one’s own previ-
ously, published work with-
out adequate citation and
proper acknowledgement
and claiming the most recent
work as new and original for
any academic advantage
amounts to ‘text-recycling’
(also known as ‘self-plagia-

rism’) and is unacceptable’.

The academicians have
stated that such practices
have been largely seen in
several institutions, Hence,
the University Grants Com-
mission has rightly brought
in a policy in this regard.

It not only affects the pro-
ductivity of a person but
also the credibility of the re-
search, stated experts.

PUNE: Finally, the wait and
anxiety among lakhs of stu-
dents pursuing higher educa-
tion at university level ended
on Friday, after the Mahar-
ashtra Higher and Technical
Education Minister Uday Sa-
mant announced that only
final year examinations of all
the branches of undergradu-
ate and postgraduate courses
will be held.

In a live Facebook interac-
tion with the students, Sa-
mant announced that except
for final year students, all
other students will be either
promoted or as per the Uni-
versity Grants Commission
(UGC) guidelines will be car-
ried forward as per their aca-
demic performance.
