Shelley’s /Ode to the West Wind” is one of his most celebrated poems.
Shelley noted for his * free ® poetry, has in this poem, found a fellow spirit, the
west wind, The West Wind is a * wild spirit”. Shelley uses this quality of the
west wind to identify himself withit.

The major theme of the poem is this idea of identification.. At the start
of the poem, Shelley is content with describing the west wind, describing itssa
destroyer who preserves,'In the second part of the poem, the terrific power of
the west wind is described very graphically. The third part seems to create a
stillness in the poem but serves .to emphasice the next part. '

In the pext part, the poet asks the powerful west wind to wnbind the
chaing placed upon him by the bonds of civilization. The end comes with more
emphasis and confidence, The poet now orders the west wind to destroy him in
order that better creations may be created by the resurrected poet. The last two
lines show the extreme confidence of the poet who is now a prophet and the
wind is merely his voice, The last line shows the complete belief which the
poet has in the idea of destruction for preservation.

E. M. FORSTER
'S, D. Joglekar

Edward Morgan Foreter was born in London, in 1879, He was educated
in King’s College and maintained with that College a lifelong cormection and was
elected to an honorary fellowship in 1946, He was very modest and eaid on his
eightysecond birthday that he was quite sure that he was not a great novelist.

He has Written five novels among which * Passage to India” and  Howard's
end ’ are considered to be his masterpieces. Besides these, he has written two
biographies, several short stories and two books about his expericnces jn Alax-
andria, ' X
* Most important of his books, for Indians, are :* Hill of Devi ’ and * Passage
to India®. Hill of Devi is written from a rather different view point. It was
written when Forster was in the employ of a Maharajah, of an Indian State.

! Passage to India’ gives us an insight into the mind of British people who
came to India as rulers of India.

Forster takes, as the typical Englishman, products whichhave been temed
out from the public schools in England. He brings these very conservative
people in contact with a myetery —a middie, is what they think—that is India

Fmdounng&rmhum&,ﬂﬁmabmtlndhoraetu & kind of
enlightened * guide ’ as most authorsdo. He doesn't take politics as his theme for
the novel, He takes as his theme a simpler and yet more dfficult, gumﬁon.
The question {s stated in the opening chapter jtself, ‘Can an Indian be a friend
of an Englishman?’ Throughout the novel, Forster handles thia question. Hs
presents two characters through whom an attempt is mede to answer the

question : Dr, Aziz, an Indian amd Mr. Fielding, an Englishman, Some other

characters in the novel,fmost of them Englishmen and Englishwomen, represnt
degrees of the Britishness of the British,
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Forster sees India and Indians as people who are complex, who use their
emotions to the fullest extent which the British are reserved and have ‘undevel-
oped’ hearts, The quality and quantity of emotion which can emanate from an’
Indian is * rather Iike a pail of water” while the British show emotions as tough _
as they were * potatoes ’. The comparison is quite apt. The Indians feel and show
emotions without measuring them ° like water out of pail’. The British show
their emotions as though they were measuring it out and giving the appropriate
amount of emotions for different incidents, Thus the British counts out his
emotions for different incidents and, moreover thinks, that is the thing to do.
The Indian on 'the other hand is emotional and uses it without counting. That is
the first difference between the two,  Forster shows this quite vividly in * Temple”
He deecribes to ug the gaity of which the Indjans were capable. He himself
cannot share it and tends to think of it as rather a ‘ mess’,

" The two also differin their views regarding “truth”. The Britisher
believes in the truth of even superficial statements.,. Indians believe in the mood
of truth, The difference is evident in the incident of the collar stud. Aziz
lends his collar stud to his friend Fielding, because Fielding has lost bis and
tells him that he { Aziz) has another one. Fielding believes this statement and
thus takes it atits face value. At the same time we see that Aziz, although he
has told a ke, is more ‘true *in the other sense of the term. Heis more in
tune with the mood of truth, He is not overly mindful of mere verbal truth,
He s generous and true at heart though superficially he is a Liar. This, too, is
a very deep-rooted difference, The word truth has =a deeper meaning for the
Indian, Soanother_pm‘nise of friendship is taken away.

However Forster gives us another aspect of Indian life, Every British
character thinks that India is more orless,a muddle. Here, Forster’s irony -
has fair play. He tells us that the Britsh kike to have things clear-cut for taking
clear decisions, but that this very clearness excludes several equally good points
-of view and the result fa that everything they do generally turns out to be
wrong. Truthis many facited and that ie a premise which the British never
accept, They think only in right and wrong and don't think of degrees, or
even that one fact may. be  true from one vitw-point while it may be from

All thess differences, as Forster says, may be at sometimes in other
circumstances, be resolved and the ‘muddle’ of India become first & mystery
and then an accepted circumstance. Then and then only, says Forster, will i

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CHARLES DICKENS
Kalpana Bayes

The greatest of The English novelists
was born on February 7, 1812 in Landport.
His father was a clerk in the Navy Pay
Office. It is belicved that Dickens sketched
him in a lighter spirit as Mr. Micawber
and in a sadder and more realistic spirit
as Dorrit. Life itself was the workshop from
which he collected material for his creations.
He relied on reality but transformed it
by his imagination. ,

When he was no more than ten years
old when his father John Dickens had fallen
into debt. Mrs. Dickens, the mother of
eight children of whom Charles was the
second, tried to opea a schaol. No one ever
came to it. These circumstances forced
Charles to earn his own lLiving by tying
and labeling pots of blacking in an old
blacking warchouse, The blacking was
symbolical; this piece of his childhood was
considered by him as the darkest period
of his life, After his father’s releasc he went
back to school and served as a solicitor’s
clerk. Then he became a reporter, first in
the law courts and then in the Parliament, In
his youth, which is the pericd of irresponsi-
bility he was highly responsible. He married
Catherine Hogarth, eldest daughter of
George Hogarth, editor of the * Evening
Chronicle * on April 2, 1836. He died in
1870 eaving his last novel ¢ Edwin Drood *
unfinished.

His marriage and his first Jiterary work
can be dated at, about the same time. He
started by contributing to the old * Monthly
Magazine* and wrote series of sketches
which were illustrated. They were, in & way,
caricatures of the Jife and manners of the
time. They were brought out anonymouslyin
two sories in 1836 as Sketches by Boz. Theso
were followed by * The Posthumous Papers

of the “Pickwick Club’. Hc was then
just 24, In this work be reached the plentitude
of his powers as a humourist and achieved
success.

in the Finance Department at Calcutta.
He held the position for about ten
concentrated his attention,
on research even when- he was seiving.

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he was appointed the Palit Professor of
Physics at the Calcuita University.

It is said
that he once went out wearing two different
kinds of shoes much to the amusement
of thoss who had a chance to notice the
occurence. But he was ' submerged in his
own thoughts to notice that anything was
wrong with him.

Dr.” Raman was awarded world’s most
coveted prize the Nobel prize in 1930 for

- his famous discovery of the * Raman effect’,
He found that light scattered by certain
substances may slightly changs colour
from the original light beam. Actvally
some of the scattered rays have a longer
wavelength than that of the incident rays.
Raman’s discovery was in an expeiimental
confirmation of the new * Quantum theory”,
:‘Raman cffect” has made it possiblz to

investigate, by means of visible and ultra- -

violet light, the detalls of nuclear and

atomic structure. In this way many intere- -

sting properties of atoms and.molecules
have been discovered. In fact it has been
possiblo to use *Raman effect’, to collect
data concerning atomic nuclel. It has alsn
had many practical applications. _

In the subsequent years Dr. Raman
got interested in diamonds not for their
value but for their structutal significance
in scientific investigation, that is to say,
from the scientific point of view. He found
out many interesting aspects of the real
and the artificial diamonds, If he wanted

fo earn money from the artificlal diamonds -

he could have ecasily done 10 but he was

e -

far above the ordinary . people. to be
interested in making money.

As aman, Dr. C. V. Raman was witty
in his speech. It is perhaps not widely
known that Dr. Raman was ome of the
best orators in our country. Most of the
men in our public life make pedantic
speeches devoid of any humour or wit
They take themselves so seriously that
they tend to forget that others"do not see
them that way. That was not the case with
Dr. Raman. For a scientist,he was amazingly
fond of the platform. He was fiuent and
crisp in his delivery and his talks were
interspersed with humour and even
biting sarcasm. Only a few months befoie
his death he said that the mational labo-
ratories were built to bury scientific instru-
ments just as the Taj-Mahal was built
by Shah Jahan to bury (“let us be frank’
he said) one of his women.

He claimed that his discovery for
which he was recognised did not require
showy buildings or costly equipment. The
laboratory in which he worked was plain
building. He always worked with order,
excitement and with an over abundance of
creative energy. He was unsparing in his
criticism of those of whom he disapproved

“and utterly disrespectful however high the

person in a public, official life. He was
so disgusted with equivocal statements on

_ the language policy and he had literally

thrown away his * Bharatratna * which
he was awarded in 1954

He was the greatest physicist India
has produced and one of the most respected
figures of his times. His rescarches were
in many ways a single handed achicvement
in new realms of physics. The persuit of
science derives it's motive force from what
is ossentially & ereative urge. He wrots
in his pew physics—*The man of science
_is just a student of nature and derives his
inspiration from her. : -

Natyasastra seems to be the first theorist to
have expressed certain views of basic impor-
tance on the relationship of art and reality.
Apart from this, , his concept of * rasa* of
acsthetic pleasure proved another great
source, of fruitful investigation for all
subsequent aestheticians and critics in India,
To know the Indian point of view on the
Pproblem of ari and reality we have to go to

the commentators of Bharata’s well-known
‘rasa-sutra.” An attempt has been made
in this essay to present from a different
point of view, an interpretation of Bharata's
‘rasa-sutra® so as to throw light on the
relationship between art and reelity. The
interpretation in question was offered by
8 9 th Century Kashmiri critic named Sri
Shankuka.

To the students of Sanskrit poetics
Shri Shankuka is known as the author of the
so-called *inference theory’ of aesthetic
experience. He has based his theory on
certain principles drawn from the Nyaya
school of Indian philosophy. Briefly stated,
his theory is as follows :— A situation
or a& character in literature is a category
by itsell. It cannot be denoted by usual
epistemological terms. You cannot, for

instance, say that a literary character like

Hamlet is ‘true’, or ‘false’ nor can yom
say that Shakespeare’s Hamlet is ‘like®
the real Hamlet, nor is it possible to say

that it is * doubtful® whether he is‘true’, -

‘false’ or ‘similar’. In other words a
character or a situation in art is beyond
the categories of identity, falsity, similarity
anddaubt.ltislikea.wy-horse.Atoy-
horse is cognised to be a “horse”, under-
stood to be *like’ a ( real) horse, known to
be 2 false thing, and there is no doubt about
what it really is. Still a toy horse is beyond
all these categories. It is & category by itself.
The seme is trus of art. What a foy-horse
does is that it reminds us of an animal
that we happen to have seen sometime
before. This is exactly what art also does.
A writer or an actor presents through his
descriptive skill or skilful acting a situation

involving certain characters. Even though .

this is all artificial (and unique since beyond
the known categories of truth, falsity,
similarity and doubt as Shri Shankuka
muintains) jt is not teken to be such by
the readers or spectators. Their: minds

‘presentation is  unique

are at once swayed by the beauty of the
*thing *. The presented- situation with the
characters involved in it only serves to
remind them of the relationship between
the situation and the human agents respon-
sible for it. And all this bappens only
through the reader or spectator’s obser-
vation and experience of life. JThus, aesthetic
experience is an inference in which life, ie.
observation and experience of life, is the
major term and the aesthetic object is the
minor term. Aesthetic pleasire is relished
by the comnoisseurs with their own
‘Vasanas® or past impressions and asso-.
ciations. Aesthetic experience as an act in-
ference, Shri Shankuka explains, is altogether
different from ordinary inference by viriue
of its beauty and pleasurable character.

Shri Shankuka’s argument may appear
specious, but his theory of aesthetic ex-
perience has some elements of value in it.
The relationship between art and reality
is a metaphysical problem in aesthetics.
Shri Shankuka draws on the Nyaya school
of Indian philosophy to deal with this
problem. In the Nyaya epistemology an
extra-ordinary variety of error has been
mentioned. Thus, when one perceives
a shell shining in the sun and takes it fo
be a piece of silver, we have this kind of
error. In this erronecous cognition (i. e.
“ this is silver”) not only the subject (ic
‘this’) but also the predicative clement
(i. o. “is silver”) is’presented’; but the
* alaykika —
because in this presentation the impres-
sion of a former' experience serves
as the means of re-presenting a thing
to our mind. The silver is not here,
but elsewhere; it is in the *shop’, as it is
stated. A situstion or & character in art
is not * here", i. e, in the pages of a book,
or on the stage, it is ®elsewhere,” i. e. in
the world, actual or probable.

This Nyaya concopt of cror only
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means that even the content of error has an
objective basis and what does mot exist
at all cannot be known. Shri Shankuka has
very ingeniously used this conceptof error
for his theory of aesthe.ic experience.
The greatness of some of the ancient

Indian thinkers lies in the fact that many

of the thoughts which they had expressed
in their peculiar scholastic jargon came to
have new versions and variations in the
theories of some of the 19th century
European thinkers. For instance, some of
the supporters of the theory of Einfohlung
or avtistic empathy come very near to the
position of Shri Shankuka. Lotze, an exponent
of tbe Einfuhlung theory maintains that
the process of aesthetic pleasure is founded
on & variety of association or recolicction
of idcas. The aesthetic effect of objects
depends, nof on what they actually are,
but on what they remind us of by their
eppearance. Every indivdual form acts upon
vs by bringing to mind the memory of
movements, a recollection tinged by pleasure
or pain, which in the past, such bodily
smovements expressed, so that the people
and things about us become suffused with
- feelings because they remind us, by their
shapes and forms of certain ‘states of our
own body accompanied by certain feclings
in the past. v

H. Sicbeck, another German acsthe-
tician, says that the most characteristic
feature of aesthetic experience and aesthetic
attitude. is a special kind of perception—
it is ‘apperception’. He uses the term to
connote the-mingling of the image or repre-
scutation given immediately in perception
with other representations derived from
the past experience of the observer.

This theory of aestheic Einfuhlung as

{e’

associaton could not go unchallenged evenas
Shri Shankuka's theory of acsthetic inference
could not be acepted on all hands. Theodor
Lipps, the main exponent of the theory
of aesthetic empathy first subscribed to
the view that aesthetic  experience
could be reduced to the principle
of association, to & recollection of the emotion
and striving we have already experienced
in conjunction with certain shapes and
sounds. Later, he changed his view and
maintained that acsthetic experience was due
to an innate faculty of the buman mind,
existing independently of our past experience
and prior even to experience itself. This
view comes very near to the Indian concept

- of ‘Vasana’ as ultimately responsible for

aesthetic experience. The controversy whether
acstheitc experience was immediate or
whether there was a noticeable sequence
between the perception of an acsthetic object
and the pleasurable experience it gave,
as supposed by the theory of association
had also raged in India. Space does mot
allow us to go into the details of all that.

The aim of this essay is only to show
how a problem of fundamental importance
is tackled by representatives of different
cultures and ages. If their views seem to
Ton on parallel lines, it is all the better, for
there can be mo comparison between
completely dissimilar things. A comparative
study in aesthetics will facilitate our under-
standing of the phenomenon of ast.

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GREEN REVOLUTION—CONCEPT AND RBAI.ITY

The term * Green Revolution ” has, by
now, become familiar to many Indians.
It has become & key word of the present
day. Some may like it as a magic word,

for to them magical changes have appeared

in Indian agriculture, The objective of
this article is to examine the extent to which
the torm deserves its application to the
Indian situati

Appunnu of Green Revolntlon jn Indian

Many believe that green revolution
has appeared in Indiam Agriculture since
1968-69. It is perhaps sinco 1963-69 that
tho concept of green revolution emerged
boldly in speeches and writings, Because
during the period 1961-66, Indian Agricul-
ture had. experienced a rather stagnant
condition. In this period * Food sufficiency
seemed illusive” There was sharp decline
in food grain production from about 8.9
crore tonnes to about 7 crore tonnes which
further increased to 7.4 crore tonnes.
Throughout the period 1961-67, agricultural
production targets specially of food grains
could not be realised, The crisis of 1964-65
was a rude shock to the hopes of our planners
and thinkers. The more than speculated
rise in the number of population, mansoon
failure,’ and continuovs food imports had

mado the horizons of hopeful self-sufficiency

at least in food grains invisible or distantly
visible, Then came the period of jump in
agricultural production, mainly since 1967
onwards. Upto 1970 the food production
increased .nearly to the expected marks
By the end of 1970-71, food production
reached the level of about 9.8 crore
tonnes. With this  increase, some good
signs also appeared in Indian aguculture.
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namely, adoption of new technology
beginning with 1.9 million hectares in
1966-67 to 11 million hectares in 1969-70.

Due to all these changes, many have
come to believe that green revolution has a
real start in Indian agriculture. They believe

Should we really consider the present
changes in Indian agriculture as the begin-
ning of green revolution and hope confi-
dently for self-sufficiency in food grains in
the near future ? This question leads onc
to think about the concept of green revoln-
tion in its real and broader sense and then
study the developments in Indian’ agriculture
so as to confirm one’s faith rega.rd.mg green
revolution.

The meaning of the Concept :—
In general, the term green revolution

“stands for & big and clear chang® in agricul-

tural output. But properdy speaking the
concept means more than this. Accordingly
green revolution is an agricultural revoly-
tion wide enough to cover not only crops
farming but also livestock farming, forestry
and fishery and beyond this it further
includes within its ‘coverage rural instite-
tions, rural welfare and trade in agricultural
production, It relates not only to food
production but to nutrition problems of -
population as a whole, :

The coneept implies an integrated
approach “ an effort linking the technical,
institutional, welfare and social aspects
of farming, industry and’the people engaged
in it and above all as an integrated part
of the economy ™.

Green revolution therefore implies a
) 2ol



change mot only in technology but ‘also
along with it, changes in socio-cultural
bands of rural life. It means a shift from
subsistence to commercial agricuiture, from
mercantile nature of agriculture to plaoned
agricalture. It is transformation of Indian
agriculture from traditional into modern,

mechanized agriculture. On the whole it

is a comprehensive transformation not only
connected with the soil but also with the
souls of the rural farmers.

. From concept to the facts in Todiaw .
agriculture :— .

India’s backward agriculture is mo

doubt on the way of development. Several
changes have occurred in it during recent
years. One of the major changes is the
increased use of modern inpufs. The speed
of adoption of high yielding varieties also
deserves mention. It is reporte dthat with a
tittlestart in 1965, the High Yielding Varieties
have found there place in about 9 million
hectares by 1969. The annual consumption of

fertilizer has incicased from 90,000 metric -

fonnes during 1961-65 to 3,00,000 metric
tonnes during 1966-67. Minor irrigation
also showed progress. The' pumber of
tubewells, pumpscts and oil engines have
also increased.

These are some of the apparent changes
seen in Indian agriculture. Does this mean
that there has been transformation of
Indian agriculture as is expected in the
process of green revolution 7 The above
figures of development speak largely about
a few pockets of Indian' agriculture and
therefore should not misguide one to think
the process of development as the process
of transformation of Indian agriculture

" as & whole. If thought in terms of Indian
agriculture as 2 whole the process is &
modest start towards revolutionary develop-
ment, In fact all this was expected in due
course of the planning period, The so-called

o2

beginning of green revolution bas also
not been preceded by the requisite condi-
tions for it. The nature and mansoons
have certainly contributed to] the recent
increase in foodgrains and in overall
agricultural production. Therefore it is
difficult to consider the present change in
agricultural production as & revolutionary
~change as is implied in the term green
. revolution, ’

Besides, the vast area of Indian agricul-
ture except & few pockets, faces manifold
problems, some of which are age-old and
others came’ with the bogie of modern
technology. In other words both techno-
logical as well as socio-qultural, religious
or institutional transformation of Indian
agriculture pose several problems.

In the technological process of transfor-
mation lack of suitable technology, irrigation
facilitics, s0il improvement, soil conserva-
tion, credit, and rescarch constitute major
obstacles-in the way of Indian farmers to
introduce really revolutionary changes in
Indian agriculture as a whole. Infact, these
arc all agents of green revolution and the
effectiveness of green revolution largely
depends upon how these agents are available
to enable the Indian farmers to reap the
‘benefits of green revolution to the maximum
Ievel.

- Problems in the institutional process
of transformation arc scveral and exert
still more influence on the minds of Indian
farmers. Amongst them are problems related
with religion, castes, social groups, educa-
tion, land reforms etc. In the midst of
widespread {lliteracy, lack of means of
transportation and communication and
* insufficient - overall infrastructure, Indian,

. farmers do find it difficult to accept the

challenge of green revolution. _

This shows therefore that the agents
of green revolution are not operating
favourably and suitably in Indian lsrlculture.
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Thus, one can realise that the process of
green revolution and its effective emergence
are not as easy as expressed sometimes,

Last but not the least is the factor of
population which also deserves mention in
the discussion of green revolution. A balanced
populat:on growth and quality population
do give boost to the effort of green revolu-
tion. In the context of Indian agriculture
this factor is also fuactioning unfavourably
so as to rctard the speed of green revolution.

The high rate (2.5%) of population
growth sometimes makes us lose our
faith in green revolution. If this rate
confinues, it will be difficult to taste and
enjoy the fruits of green revolution in the
real sease. Assuming that green revolution
is taking place in India, it is certainly
counteracted by less effective red ( triangle )
revolution. And hence in such conditions
even if food production increases to 10 crore
tonnes and overall agricultural production
show some progress, it will not mean =
revolutionary change to get enough bread
to live his life and enjoy at least subsistence

of living, the slogans of green revolution
remaia futile and therefore will not deserve
the place in the context of Indian agriculture,

Stupendous task ;—

All this makes one realise that green
revolution is a stupendous task for Indian
farmers. Indian agriculture being capital
deficient, aneompa.mad by backward and
speedily  increasing population, needs
comprchensive, systematic and effective
efforts to realise green revolution in real
terms. The present set-up of Indian agricul-
ture is believed to produce inequalitics of
income as the process of green revolution
proceeds, This will also poses a great problem
for Indian Government.

The announcement that the Nobel Prize
for literature for the year 1970 was awarded
to the well-known Russian novelist, Alexan-
der Solzhenitsyn evoked mixed responses

in the literary world, The prize was awarded -

for Solzhenitsyn's movel. One Day In the
Life OF Ivan Denisovich=already acclaimed
as & classic of our times, The western critics
applauded the cholce while there was a
storm of protest and resentment in the
communist block—especially in Soviet Russia.
The Russian authors and cirtics dismissed
Solzhcmtsynl novel as second rate, over
pessimistic and suggested that the award was
given not because of the literary merit of the

e SR-FraTnR

novel but because it afforded the westem
world to make political capital out of the
account of Russian life, in Stalin’s days, in
Sovict Russia. It was openly suggested that
Solzhenitsyn should reject the prize and refuse
to attend the ceremony. The controversy
reminded one of the earlier controversy
when Pasternak was pressurized into rejecting
the Nobel pnze awarded to him for his

‘Dr. Zivago.’

coming back alive though he is dropped
behind the German lines. For the Russian
authorities Ivan’s survival points only to one
thing, ke must bave joined hands with the
enemy, he is a traitor and that is how he
finds himself in the labour camp. The
novel begins with a graphic picture of early
morning activitics in the camp. Ordinarily
Ivan Denisovitch Shukov would be, up and
about by this time but today he docs not
wish to get up and go through the * routine
chores. He does not feel well-fever perhaps.
But according to the rules, he should have
imformed the doctors about his not feeling
well, the previous day. This means that he
will not be admitted in the hospital. He must
report for work. It is very cold and the
workers do not feel like going to work but
then it is not ‘sufficiently” cold for the
officers to declare it 2 non-working day.
"This seems to be a lucky day for Shukhov,
for he is able to get himself another helping
of food at lunch. The quanity of the food is
meagre, no wonder, for the cook and the
officials first take their generous share
before passing the food to the workers. -
When he is working-constructing a house
- Shukhov does not notice how quickly time
passes. In the evening Shukhov helpsa fellow
worker Tsezar to get his “parcel’. A “parcel’
is a treasure because it contains-what appears
to the workers in the camp delicious food.
Everyone sccretly hopes that the receiver
would give of & parcel something to his
fellow workers.
Today howcver Tsezar does not give
hukhov anything from his parcel
instead gives him a piece of bread. In the
evening, when the prisoners are made to
stand in front of the gate and are counted
to make sure that no one is missing..there
is a possiblity that the guards might notice
the parcel and take away substantial part

of it. But thanks to a trick played by Shukhov )

the parcel is saved and Tsezar, pleased with
2o}

Shukhov and gives bim some food from the
parcel.

So, this is the end of the day for
Shukhov. As he is about to go to sleep, he
goes over the incidents of the day and
assures himself that it was a happy day,
He had survived another day in the camp,
He had managed to get extra food at lunch
and dinner, He had received unexpected
from Tsezar, he had constructed a wall-
achieved something. The most important thing
was he was still alive ready to face the next
day. Yes, he concludes, it was a happy day,

It is easy to see that though Solzhenitsyn
in describing the lifein a labour camp it is
actually the whole Russia Stalin, under that
is being exposed, for Russia under Stalin was
pothing but a huge labour camp.Shukhov thus
is a representative of the average Russian
of his time, We see in Shukhov and his
fellow workers greed, selfishness, cowardice,
willingness to obey most humiliating orders
from the above. Ordinarily these would
arouse a strong feeling of repulsion in us
but the reader feels only pity for the lot of
these unfortunate creatures. Much of the
strength of the novel lies in its ability
create in the readers this feeling of compassion
and understanding. And we also sce the silver
edges that redeem this dark existence; the
awareness ‘among the prisoners that each
must contribute his share to the work that
is undertaken ~ though this feeling of coopera-
tion is confined only to construction work

-and not extended to ‘parcels.’

This is not all, The novel also arouses
in mind of the reader a strong rescntment.
against that social system which brings about
such & situation and which reduces human
existence to such degrading level. It makes”
one aware how precious human freedom is,
and how animal-like our lives can become
in the absence of it. Shukhov's idea of hap-
piness strikes the readers as the most unde-

sirable type of happiness - a happiness which

does not satisfy the human soul. The novel
fully deserves the Nobel Prize which is award-
ed to a8 work which embodies, ‘an idealistic
tendency’, for ‘One Day.’ is a novel which

SHOULD STUDENTS TAKE PART IN POLITICS ?

l.mman freedom. As Cyril Connolly said
in the ‘Sunday Times’, “It is a blow struck
for human freedom all over the world.”

A story about Lenin is often told by those
who urge that students should not take part
in politics. When Lenin was approached by
some studeats who wanted to take active
part in the Revolution besaid to them, ** just
now your first duty is to study. Your second
duty is to study and yourthird duty is to
study.” On the other hand, there are thinkers
who vehemently and loudly assert that
students should...no, must— take an active
part in politics even at the cost of their studies.

I fear that both these views are extreme
views and, as most extreme views do, contain
an element of error. No doubt the primary
duty of a student is to study, to pursue his
academic interests. But this means he has
does not other duties. To think so would be
a great mistake. Since a student is very much
a part of the community in which he lives
and since he has one day to take his position
in that community as a citizen, it would be
unrealistic to say that he should deny this
opportunity to train himself as future ¢itizen
and that he should compleiely dissociate
himself from politics around him.

And yet to insist that every student must
take part in the political activities betrays
in my opinion, an Irresponsible attitude,
Politics-—an active partcipation in politics—

demands a great deal of experience of

A Hoa—framiRen

working with people, wisdom, patience and
foresight and generally speaking a student
who possesses these qualities in ample
measure is very rare indeed. That being so, to
enter politics at an early age is ovbiously
engaging oneself in what can at best be called
a dangerous game.

I believe that it is possible for & good
student to take interest in politice without
neglecting his studies. He can join a study
circle where political problems are discussed
in & spirit which seeks to give light without
heat. He may also read some selected books
on politics under the guidance of an expert-
tutor and carefully watch the changing drama
of the current politics, because there may
come & moment in the life of the nation,
when ity very existence is in danger. Of what
use i3 bookish study at such a time? And if
students continue only their bookish study,
it will not be possible for them to hasten to
defend the honour of their country. This
will be possible for them only if they study
the politics of their country with interest.
In short, I may say that students shouid not
take direct and active part in politics,
but must keep themselves in meaningful
touch with the politics of their country in
order to able to defend and save their
country in times of crisis.
