The teaching and inputs in syllabus need to
immediately address these issues.

e  Most of the animal types included in the syllabus are exotic species. It is essential that description of Indigenous fauna
be added in the syllabus.

e Considering the advances in practicals of Molecular Biology, Cell Biology, Developmental Biology and Biochemistry, all
concerned staff should undergo rigorous hands-ontraining so as to impart the best to their students.

e Genuine multifactorial limitations of the students coming from varied socio-economic background creates
heterogeneity in the class and addressing the needs of all of them in the same class is a challenging task.

Future plan:

e Addition to the existing short term skill development courses which would include:Apiculture, Basic taxonomy and
biodiversity, Micro-technique, Instrumentation, Public health and hygiene and Nature Photography.

Organizing visits / training for staff and laboratory assistant for enhancement of skills.

Departmental Activity:

The department conducted one day tour of the various institutions around Pune for S.Y.B.Sc. ‘B’ students. This tour
exposed the students to actual scientific work being done in these institutions and they also had a chance to interact with
the scientists. The staff members participating in this study tour were: Mr.B.T.Kalbage and Mrs.Manasi Bapat.The institutes
visited included Government Fish Farm, Hadapsar and BAIF, Uruli Kanchan for study and observation of Fisheries,
Sericulture and Vermiculture.

Study tour for T.Y.B.Sc.Zoology students was conducted during January 2011 by Mr.B.T.Kalbage. Students visited
coastal Konkan area to study marine life at various locations such as Ratnagiri, Dapoli and Shrivardhan. These students had
an opportunity to learn a lot about fishing methods, fishing gear and methods of fish processing, etc., from the experts. They
could study fish catch and also photograph many marine animals on the coast. They also visited Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar
Marathwada University’s Centre for Coastal and Marine Biology Institute, Ratnagiri, the local college of fisheries and the
Government Museum where live marine animals are exhibited in aquariums. On this tour students also had an opportunity
to visit Konkan Krishi Vidyapeeth,Dapoli. Here they observed a large number of agriculturally important insects and
projects related to Applied Entomology.

All staff members of the department took active part in the International Symposium on Biodiversity that was
organized by the college during January 2011. A.M. Bhalerao and N.M. Naidu assisted in smooth conduct of the poster
session. H.V. Ghate helped in academic sessions and panel discussions.

Three experienced staff members retired during this academic year. Dr. Mrs. Sushama Thatte (Senior College), along
with Mrs. A.A. Satbhai and Mrs. C.V. Butala (both from Junior College) retired, after serving the college and the department
for nearly three decades or more.

Dr.Mrs.Thatte delivered lectures on ‘Global Warming’ at the Jagannath Rathi Institute. She also contributed scripts for a
Popular Science programme on AIR, Pune.

Two teachers were appointed ad-hoc to complete the work-load of senior college; Mrs. Manasi Bapat and Mr. Prashant
Duraphe. For Junior College Mrs. Ashwini Deshkar was appointed.

H.V. Ghate was due to retire on 31st March 2011 but the recent increase in the age of superannuation by the
Government of Maharashtra is likely to extend his services by two more years.

Dr.A.M.Bhalerao devotedly_worked as a member of Organizing Committee, ‘Advisor’ of Poster session Committee as
well as Judge’ for the assessment of certain Posters during the International Conference on Biodiversity and State -level
Conference on Microbiology by our college in the months of Jan-Feb 2011. Similarly he_helped in the organization and
conduct of two ‘Add-on’ departmental courses on ‘Vermi-tech’ during 1st and 2™ term of this academic year. As a
Chairman of Time-Table Committee, he efficiently carried out and completed the work of preparation, compilation and
display of Hall-wise time-tables, essential for the disciplined and effective process of teaching and learning. A.M. Bhalerao
also helped the Staff members of the Sister -Institution, Modern College, Ganeshkhind, for the effective teaching of newly
introduced course from the revised syllabus in T.Y.B.Sc. Zoology. He provided necessary guidance and the available latest
literature references to the staff members of Ganeshkhind College.

University, Bengaluru, on behalf of Modern College.

Dr.H.V.Ghate, Dr.Mrs.S.].Thatte and Mr.N.M.Naidu contributed as Resource Persons in the Ornitholgy Course conducted
by the ELA Foundation and Garware College, Pune.

H.V. Ghate conducted routine matters of the departmental administration smoothly and took active part in the
biodiversity symposium. He also completed some university assignments, such as working as an expert for assessing BCUD
Project Presentations (which were held at Vidya Pratisthan, Baramati). He also completed his II term on Board of Studies as
an elected member. He also visited a couple of colleges as a member of local inquiry committee of the University of Pune.
The need for a workshop regarding newly introduced practicals for TY zoology students was emphasized by H.V. Ghate and,
subsequently, he initiated discussions in this regard. H.V. Ghate guided several students in their MSc projects. One Post-Doc
fellow, Dr. Sanket Tembe worked with him under a DBT Scheme “DNA Barcoding of Pentatomoid Bugs”. In addition, Mrs.
Gauri Sathye is working with H.V. Ghate, as a woman scientist under a special DST Scheme for Women. She will be working
till September 2011. H.V. Ghate also published a few papers in National and International Journals. Recently he has been
invited to collaborate on a National Projects on DNA Barcoding. He also has an ongoing international collaboration and a
couple of papers will be soon published in International Journals.

Government of Maharashtra awarded H.V. Ghate with “Rajya Shikshak Puraskar” for 2009-2010 on 4t September 2010.
The award includes cash prize of Rs. 5,000/- and also 2 immediate increments in the pay-scale. He is the first staff member
of our college to get such a prestigious award in recognition of his work in teaching and research. Earlier he had also
received Best Teacher award from University of Pune and from Progressive Education Society.

Mr.Umesh D.Gore (Laboratory Assistant) participated in a one day workshop on “Safety in the laboratory” organised by
Dept. of Chemistry, B.J.S College, Wagholi and University of Pune on 31st January 2011.

Integrated Vermitechnology Training Course
