I am very happy to share my feelings at the conclusion of academic year 2017-18. This academic year 

was also full of academic, co-curricular and extra curricular activities. After achievement of Grade A+ from 

NAAC, Banglore, last year, we are further enhancing quality of education through various efforts. The college 

is awarded ‘College with Potential for Excellence’, Award by UGC, New Delhi, for second phase for the 

academic Years 2017-2022, with a funding of Rs. 1.5 Crores, after successful implementation of first phase of 

CPE. The student strength of our college has reached to 11,322 which includes 60 international students. We 

have implemented online admission process for all classes from last year and have provided e-payment 

facilities in coming years.

1)  Annual Fashion Show- Darpan 2018:  

The students of Diploma in Dress Designing & Tailoring of UGC’s Community College at Modern College of 

Arts, Science and Commerce, Shivajinagar, Pune organized their Annual Fashion Show- ‘Darpan’ on 23rd 

Feburary 2018.

International Workshop on Importance of Emotional Intelligence for Educators: Organized by Psychology 

Department, Modern College of Arts, Science and Commerce, Pune-05. 

The Department of Psychology, Modern College of Arts ,Science and Commerce, Pune-05 witnessed a great 

deal of enthusiasm and energy since the beginning of the second term. The Occasion was really special as the 

department was organizing a two days International Workshop on “Importance of Emotional Intelligence for 

Educators” in collaboration with Six Seconds, a renowned organization in USA working in the field of EI all over 

the world. It was conducted in association with the Savitribai Phule Pune University. The whole staff, volunteers 

and students were working under the able leadership and guidance of Dr. Amruta Oke, Head of the Department and 

Organizing Secretary.  

The workshop was held on Sunday, 26
th

 November and Monday, 27
th

 November at Hotel Ramee Grand, Apte 

Road, Pune. The aim of this workshop was to provide insights, methods and tools for Emotional Intelligence. All the 

resource persons and facilitators were from various countries. The Plenary and Invited speakers were Mr. Joshua 

Freedman- Chief Executive Officer of Six Seconds, Ms. Katherine Roff, UK, M r. Tomasso Procicchiani- Italy, Ms. 

Lize Reach- Programme Manager Middle East, Africa and India, Mr. Imran Mulla- Operations Director Middle 

East, Africa and India, Mr. Jim Vaive- Reginal Network Co-Director, North America, Ms. Lynette Vaive- Reginal 

Network Co-Director, North America.    

The organizers received overwhelming response from more than 120 academicians, counselors, teachers, 

psychologists and doctors. They experienced a wonderful journey of Social Emotional Learning. The workshop was 

inaugurated at the auspicious hands of Mr. Joshua Freedman, CEO,Six Seconds, USA, honorable guest of Honor 

Prof. Mrs. Jyotsna Ekbote, Chairperson, CDC , Principal Dr. R.S. Zunjarrao, Prof S.S. Deshmukh, Dr. S.Y. 

Paranjape, and in the presence of the  honorable authorities of the college. Principal Dr. R.S. Zunjarrao appreciated 

the efforts of Psychology Department as it is one of the vibrant departments of the college and various activities are 

going throughout the year. 

The first session was the ice breaking session where Mr. Joshua Freedman introduced the concept of Emotional 

Intelligence. He elaborated on the concept through Self –Science. The key ingredient of the first session was the EI 

Model given by Six Seconds which is Know Yourself, Choose Yourself and Give Yourself. Mr. Joshua emphasized 

on self awareness, enhancing emotional literacy and being more compassionate. 

The second session was a fun-filled session as the participants were arranged in various groups and activities on 

recognizing Thoughts, Feelings and Actions and recognizing patterns were conducted. It was demonstrated that we 

are always trapped in the recurrent thoughts and feelings and we create patterns of behavior and actions. We should

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always try to break these patterns and look for options to navigate our emotions. This was the take away of the 

second session which was quite thought provoking. 

The third session began with an activity on intrinsic motivation where participants were asked to assess 

themselves on the parameters like problem solving, innovation, joy, anxiety etc. and were asked what was their level 

of motivation to do something from within. Mr. Freedman with his impressive style of speaking encouraged the 

participants to think in terms of inner joy and happiness while working for their students and organization. 

The theme of the fourth session was Empathy and how building empathy in yourself and others will add a 

human touch to life. The third aspect of the EI model i.e. Choose yourself was discussed with the help of a question: 

What do I want to add to the world? The participants were engrossed in the discussion on whether we should be 

Passengers or Crew on the ship of life. 

Day two began with the story of a student and how education can be made interesting. It was explained that all 

emotions activate the social brain and how positive emotions should be activated in the students for developing their 

potentials.

Current activities of the Post-Graduate Research Centre 

Contribution of Dr.H.V. Ghate in PGRC Zoology during 2017-2018 Research 

H.V. Ghate continued his work on taxonomy of insects on Heteroptera and Cerambycidae. He published 

eight papers with various collaborators. Noteworthy fact is that three of the papers were withstudents 

doing M.Sc. Zoology in Modern  College, Pune-5. Additional three papers with the same students are in 

press and will be published by June 2018. 

It is interesting that his work with students has rediscovered many species of insects that have not been 

reported from any part of India in the past several decades. One species (Ploiariaanak) was rediscovered 

after over 100 years. This work involved collaboration with Dr. Mick Webb, Curator of Heteroptera at British 

Museum, London. 

The papers which are in press also deal with rare and almost unknown insects since their original 

discovery. 

He has also described new species of Heteroptera (bugs) to science. One comes from Sri Lanka while the 

other is from India. These papers will be published by June-July this year.
