DO YOU HAVE A 100% ATTITUDE IN YOU ?

If you’ve got to be a winner you’ve
got to change your attitude. Think Positive.

There is a little differnece between
people; that little difference is attitude, but the
big difference is whether it is positive or nega-
tive. ,

Attitudes are merely habits of mind
that can be changed. They are the influences
of past associations and experiences. Once we
develop these habits, they envelope us.

People are always what they are
because of their attitude and thoughts that
engulf their mind.

Whilst majority of the companies quoted in
the region for 40-50 crores there was this
company called Paresh & Mahesh Associates
which quoted just 45 lakhs. Naturally the

corporation called them for technical
discussions and on the appointed day, the two
directors of the company stood before the
panel of experts for the tunnel project.

During the interview they were asked
the manpower of the company and the reply
was,”Two people, Mahesh and Paresh.” When
asked about the modus operandi, the reply was
“Mahesh started digging from the northen end
and Paresh started digging from the southern
end and when they met that would be the tun-
nel.”

To which the corporation’s most bril-
liant engineer asked “What if you don’t meet
in the middle, what  happens then?” Paresh
scratched his head and for a second and then
replied (this is the very epitome of positive
thinking). “Why you have two tunnels at the
costof one.” -

The above story, albeit in a light vein,

-perfectly demonstrates how your mind should

be functioning, Paresh has his mind working
positively and no wonder his company ‘PMA’
bagged the contract. '

One of the biggest stumbling blocks
to our progress is not the market, not lack
of opportunities in the state of the country’s
economy-the  major stumbling block is we.
You have to decide whether you are a winner
or a loser.

Losers usually live in the past or they
live in the dreamland of future. Some typical
loser sentences would start with; “If only ...”
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or “Someday I will.....” or “I'll get around to
it.....”". Losers dwell on the past or greatly into
the future thereby expanding so much nervous
energy that they invariably can’t cope with the
present.

The winner lives for today and makes
the present work for him. Winners are ready
to make the changes and solve problems. If a
mistake is committed the winner will
invariably say, “Next time I will not commit
the same mistake” instead of, “If Only.....”
THE PIGMENTATION EFFECT

Research experiments have shown
that people both, under and over achieve,
solely because of the instructor’s expectations.

Example : A same age group and T.Q.
level was divided into three groups with a
teacher for each. The first teacher would
continuously berate the children and keep
telling that they were below average. And the
other two remarked to their students that they
were average and intelligent respectively. A
uniform test proved that majority of the
students had performed in accordance with
what their teacher had described them to be.

THE PLACEBO EFFECT

In medical science it is a well known
fact that one’s mental attitude is a powerful
factor in the healing process, best described
with the group experience given below.

A group of people had a each
headache. A very famous doctor gave them a
capsule ensuring them of a very fast relief. It
was found that 35% of the people felt better
even though the capsule was dummy.

Just as positive thing gets positve
results, negative thinking and expectations get
negative results. Dr. Vincent Peale says that it is
very difficult to just ‘switch over’ to positive
thinking especially if you are habitually a
negative thinker. It won’t happen overnight. You
need to work on yourself to think positively.

If we were to assign numbers to each
alphabct, starting from A=1, B=2, till Z=26 and
then substitute the values for the word ATTI-
TUDE we get a total of 100.
A=1,T=20,1=9, T=20, T=20, U=21, D=4, E=5.
Therefore
100% efforts
100% planning
100% yourself
always gives you
100% success.

Alienation In Modem Poetry.

Years ago the Elizabethan writer Fulke
Greville and Lord Brooke, had projected an
explicit condition of human situation.

Oh! Wearisome condition of humanity!
Both under one law, to another bound:
Vainly begot, and yet forbidden vanity;
Created sick, commanded to be sound;
What meaneth nature by these diverse laws?
Passion and reason, self division cause.

The two World Wars and anticipation
of a more terrible third one make up the
history of the modern age and the experience.

Many of the specters that have haunted
the offspring of science, not merely new
weapons of mass destruction but more
insidious, everyday enemies of traditional
order and security the decay of religious faith
and of moral values the pre-dominance of
purely naturalistic view of life and man. The
mechanization of both external existence and
the individual personality. The change from
communal stability to the urban atomizing of
society. By the 1920s these dislocating and
dehumanizing forces gripped the serious
writer. In the prevailing moral confusion he
felt lonely and isolated from the society at
large. These predicaments of modern man, his
sense of loneliness and frustration is however
better described in Eliot’s ‘Love song of J.

- Alfred Prufrock 1918.”

A poem dealing with urban
conclousness. Eliot in ‘Love song’ shows how
sophistication of urban life subjects the
individuals to cut and dried deformulations.
His inability to communicate curbs the
effective articulation of his split personality.
There are no possible ways for him to
escape. For Prufrock, to give expression to his
inner life would be to risk the respect of
psychic disintegration and to endanger his
place in the accepted social order. Hence he
becomes alienated, unable to give a voice to
his own feelings, incapable in all ways to
re-establish his identity.

Poetry is about life, death, love, hate,
heaven, hell, immortality, joy, and pain but
these things are everybody’s concern but the
very way the ideas of death, love, hate find a
place in the modern mind stripped of values
is the case in point, everywhere it. Looks the
same question, the same problem. We go
neither forward nor back. We hardly know
which way we are facing.

Language is like soil, however rich it
is, subject to erosion and its fertility is
constantly threatened by uses that exhaust 1ts
vitality.With such short-coming of language
modem man even falls short of his minimum
resource with words. He looks forward but
there 1s no such language that can speak his
thoughts. The inescapable tyranny of time and
death housed modern man suffer the pain of
loss, pain of frustration and failure dejected
and rejected he looks for release and peace.
A.E. Houseman puts in ‘question and answer’

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“That is the land of lost content

I see it shining plain.

The happy highway where I went
and cannot come again.”

In ‘soliloguy,” the contemporary
. Scottish poet, Edwin Muir is true in his
description of the downword slow past the
watershed of the individual life.

“Oh the air is different on this side of the hill.
The sunset side And when I breathed it first.
I felt dismay so deep and yet so quiet.

It was silence rather a sea of silence.

This is my trouble, the common trouble.”
Yeats did not dread death.

For he was convinced that death is nothing but
passing from one form to another.It is a
formal feeling which comes after great pain.

Man says Auden is “the only animal
aware of look of finish.” It is true that no age
has ever been so self conscious as ours about
its plight, or has analyzed, diagnosed and
discussed itself so fully in part because it feels
spiritually sick. This age is perpetually taking
its own emotional pulse and temperature but
the real existence -of self knowledge and
perception in the last half century is also a
fact, William Empson has created this
atmosphere bright very well in “Missing
QOates,” together with the sad recognition of
how much the sense of withered emotions is
the result of our own apathy: of things we have
left undone, of experiences we have rejected
of relationship we have rejected, or allowed
to lapse. As he puts in his poem -

It is the poem you have lost ills -from
missing dates, at which the heart expires,
slowly the poison the whole blood stream fills.
The waste remains, the waste remains and
kills.”

Even nature ceases to be a consoler to

man in his hours of frustration and loneliness.
So extreme is his sense of alienation, his
inability to let himself get soothed by the
tender touch of nature, that for him. Nature is
no longer a spirit through whose
contemplation he can transcend earthly
[imitations. Rather, nature becomes a force, a
process in whose loss he is caught, and which
holds for him far more terrors than beauty.

The force that through the green fuse
drives the flower.

Drives my green age that blast.

The roots of trees is my destroyer.
And I am dumb to tell the crooked rose.

My youth is bent by the same
“Wintry Fever.”

- Love forever has been a source of
inspiration for poets. The eternalisation of love
has come forth through the next line. “Love’s
not times fool.”(Shakespear’s sonnet -116)

Undergoes a marked change in its
presenation of modern mind’s attitude towards
love. Prufrock becomes totally nerve wrecked,
fear stricken and indulges in the path of
procastination when he attempts a love

_ proposal to a lady, he is afraid to confront his

ownself and hence says,
“To lead you to and over-whelming

‘question...

Oh! don’t ask,”what is it?”
Let’s go and make our visit.”
Philip Larkin says ,”I put my mouth, mouth
which projects a totally dilferent outlook
towards love.
“I put my mouth
close to running water
Flow north, flow south,
It will not matter,
It is not love you will find.”
Man how a fragment of dead culture
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sees himself cut off from all streams he stands
alone alienated from society, nature, entire
humanity and even from his ownself.
Reflection of all these is beautifully projected
in the poems of Edward Thomas. He presents
himself simply and honestly as a sad man. One
who finds no particular welcome in the
society of human beings and the system of life,
who is so far from being well adjusted and
happy that he hardly envisages the
possibility. He is rather like a vistior from some
other world, accidently landed here and
unable to go back home. Who contemplates
without resentment and order of things in
which he has no meaningful part, but which
he does not seek to change.

A poem like “The long small Room” for
instance, presents him as an uncomprehend-
ing spectator of the revolving machinary of
life.

“Crowting crab like over the clean white
page.”

Resting a while age each morning on the
pillow

Then one more starting to craw on towards
age.

The hundreds last leaves stream upon the
window.

Keeping with the effect of alienation,
forgetting the human mind we thus find the
same effect has been created in the poetry of
the modern times. The poet’s destruction of
traditional values and varietics has been driven
back to the truth of concrete particulars and
the data symbols of private experience. Hence
the entire approach in modern poetry is one
where the personal becomes the political.

The Western Ghat: an

Ecodevelopment approach
Ashwini Rane, M. Sc. I

The Western Ghats extending from
river Tapi in the North to the Kannyakumari
in the South have played a most crucial role in
the ecological balance of the country as well
as in sustaining human and animal life in the
country for the last several millennia.

The Western Ghats regulate the
moisture Laden winds coming off the Arabian
sea and recieve in consequence heavy
rainfall of 2000 or more a year. Due to this
heavy rainfal the Western Ghats have a
natural cover of various types of tropical
forests: evergreen, semi-evergeen moist and
dry deciduous. The Western Ghats harbour a
rich variety of plants and animals.

The Western Ghats are the catchment
area for all the east wardly flowing rivers like
Godavari, Krishna and Kaveri. The forest
cover in the Ghats plays a vital role in
regulating the flow of these river systems and
build the crucial under ground water table of
the semi-arid Deccan plateau.

Unfortunatly the faulty development
strategy persued over the last several decades
has drastically destroyed the rich resource base

of the Western Ghats. The Ghats no more

harbour lavish fauna and flora. In fact in most
parts the Ghats are only barren hills. A large
number of plant and animal species have been
lost for ever, several others are on the, verge
of extinction. Millions of tons of top fertile
soil has been lost causing siltation of
reservoirs and rivers. Due to massive
deforestation the surface flow of water has
accelerated thereby reducing the recharge of
underground water table. This has seriously
affected the productivity level of agriculture,
horticulture and animal husbandry.
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The worst sufferers of this ecological
destruction are the inhabitants of the Western
Ghats. All along the Ghats there is an acute
shortage of drinking water, fuel and fodder.
In certain parts of the Ghats this has led to mass
migration of the people in cities like Mumbai,
Pune, Kolhapur, etc. where they live in slums
and work as labourers.

The need of the hour is to save the
Ghats at all cost. Nothing should deter us in
achieving this sacred goal. Such a gigantic task
of reconstruction of the ecology of the
Western Ghats cannot be achieved by a few
persons alone. It needs involvement,
participation and cooperation of people,
voluntary organizations, academicians,
planner and various govermental agencies.

To save the Western Ghats, planning
was done from 1st November 1987 to
February 5 th 1988. The main objectives are:

1. To generate awareness among the
people about ecology and related issues like
denudation of forests, afforestation,
preservation of wild life, natural resources.

2. To learn more facts about the nature and
extent of ecological destruction of the
Western Ghats.

3. To expose young Research scholars to the
real field situations/problems, so that they
could view the problems in wider societal
perspective.

4. To bring together all the voluntary
organisations working in this region to
formulate some long term common ecological
action programmes.

5. To start academic institutions including
schools in the region to take up afforestation
and other ecologically relevant programmes and

6. To create suitable environment for
effective cooperation amongst voluntary
organisations, government agencies,
academicians and educational institutions in
solving the ecological problems.

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SEBI & STOCK EXCHANGE

REGULATION
Leena Phalak, T. Y. B. Com.

Regulation of stock exchange is
carried out through a three tier regulatory struc-
ture comprising of:

(A) Ministry of Finance (Mof)

(B) Governing Board of Stock Exchange.
(C) Securities and Exchange Board of India
(SEBI)

(A) Ministry of Finance :

The ministry of finance through the
stock exchange division adminsters the
securities contract (Regulation) act. 1956
under the Securities Contract Rule Act.

The rules bye-laws and regulations of
the stock exchange vest in the Ministry of
Finance which has powers to nominate the
presidents and vice presidents of the Stock
Exchanges.

(B) Governing Board of Stock Exchange:

Consisting of elected members,
directors, goverment nominees, public
representatives and the executive director has
substantial powers, including;:

1. Overall control on the members

2. Their admissions and registration.
3. It also acts as a judge of disputes.
4. Imposition of regulation of the market.

(C) SEBI :
Why was the need felt?

The growth of Indian stock market
especially during the decade of eighties
necessitated creation of an independent
regulatory agency. The SEBI was then set up
in the year 1988 and was given statutory
recognition in the year 1992 on the recommen-

dations of the Narasimham Committee.

What was the objective of SEBI?

SEBI was estblished to protect the
interests of investors in securities and
promote the development and regulation of
securities market.

The Board consists of:
1. The chairman .
2. Two members from goverment of India
3. Ministry of Law and Finance
4. One member from the RBI.

5. Two other members

The first chairman of SEBI was

Mr. Ramkrishanan and at present the chairman
is Mr. D. R. Mehta.

Salient features of SEBI Act:

1. The SEBI shall be a corporate body by the
name having perpetual succession and a
common seal.

2. The head office of the Board shall be at
(Bombay) Mumbai.

3. The Board may establish offices at other
places in India.

4, The chairman and the members of Board
are appointed by the central goverment.

Functions of SEBI :

1. Regulating business in stock exchanges and
any other securities market.

2. Registering and regulating the working of
stock brokers, sub-brokers, share transfer
agents, bankers to an issue, trustees of trust
deeds registrars to an issue, merchant
bankers, under -writers, portfolio managers,
investment advisors and other intermediaries
associated with securities markets.

3. Registering and regulating the working of
depositories custodians of securities, FII's
credit rating agencies.
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4. Registering and regulating the working of
venture capital funds and collective investment
schemes including mutual funds.

5. Promoting and regulating self regulatory
organisations.

6. Prohibiting fraudulent and unfair trade prac-
tices relating to securities market.

7. Promoting investors education and training
intermediaries of securities market.

The Board conducts an enquiry of the
securities market to protect the interests of
the investors.

Powers of SEBI in Regulation to Stock
Exchange :

1. Under section 4 :Power to grant recognition
to a stock exchange. -

2. Under section 5: Power to withdraw recog-
nition granted to a stock exchange.

3. Sec. 6 : (1) : Power to call for periodical
returns from stock exchange.

4. Sec. 6: (2) : Power to prescribe maintenance
of certain documents by the stock exchange.
5.Sec. 6:(3): Power to appoint any person to
make inquiry into the affairs of governing body
of any stock exchange.

6. Sec. 10 : Power to ammend bye-laws of the
stock exchange. o
7. Sec. 12 : Power to suspend business of a
recognised stock exchange. .
8. Sec. 13 : Power to declare contracts In
notified area as illegal.

SEBI plays a very important role in
the regulation of stock exchange. Moreover the
scams which took place right from Harshad
Mehta to Ketan Parekh necessitates SEBI to
regulate stricter norms for better and proper
regulation of stock exchange.

Today Pepsi is no longer a
joint venture company taking full advantage
of the liberalised policies. Pepsi has taken full
control over the Pepsi Foods Ltd. Recently our
goverment has also allowed Pepsi to set up a
new company in India called Pepsi Co. India.
Holdings Pvt. Ltd. The same thing has
happened to our tea industry, soap industry and
to the entire comsumer and food industry. At

the same time we cannot deny the fact that
globalisation has brought out the economic
growth of our country to about 6-7% because
of industrialisation . But at what cost!

| The fact remains that the whole world

can not be treated equally but that does not
mean that the rich or the developed countries
should discriminante or ill treat the
developing and under developed countries. The
gap betwen the rich and the poor is in-
creasing not only among the individuals but
also among the nations. To me it appears as if
Globalisation works according to the law of
the jungle which says: only the strongest and
the fittest will survive.

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Should Shakespeare be a part of

Compulsory English Course?

I believe that everybody has a goal in
life. The individual then focuses histher
energies towards achieving this aim. Without
a specific objective, a person may just drift in
life haywire.

Similarly, each course has its
objectives and the course content that is more
or less suitable for offering opportunities io
the students, to achieve these objectives.

However great, appealing, unforget-
table the ‘classics’ such as that of the great
Shakespeare may be, if they deviate the course
from it’s objectives, these should not be
incorporated in the compulsory English course.

The students will find it beneficial to
develop their communication skills, which is
one of the objectives, if they are trained to cope
with distance communication such as
telephonic conversation rather than
interpreting the meaning of Shakespeare’s
plays in Today’s World. Appropriate and
skillful communication will always be of more
advantage to the average Indian student.

The compulsory English Course is the

foundation. It will help the students to progress
i life and also enjoy Shakespeare in future.

The aesthetic essence will be last on weak

efforts and weak base.

The C.E.C. (compulsory English
course) also aims at preparing the students to
respond to advertisements by interpreting, by
evaluating and answering them. I wonder, how
Shakespeare may be of use, 0 the average
Indian student in transferring information from
non-verbal presenation like charts, maps,
tables etc. to verbal presentation and vice

versa!

Unsuitable course-contént deviates
one from achieving the focused objective.

Let us consider one more aim of
C.E.C. It aims to enable the student to develop
his language skills to a fair degree of
proficiency.

We may fairly assume that all students
of C. E. C. should acquire the skill of
communication and confidence to speak and
write correct, flawless ‘contemporary variety’
of English to begin with. This can be achieved
by giving various exercises to students,
relating to ,’enriching vocabulary’ and
through prose and poetry which is palatable
to the average Indian student. He needs to have
a satisfactory command over the basic
language skills, to enable him to do well in
his career, job and social circle, as English
has become ‘Indispensable.’

The syllabus endeavours to meet the
lingunstic needs of the vocational as well as
the academic stream.

But the settings of Shakespeare and
prevailing conditions are quite different and
do not match with today’s wider world
of work. It is difficult to understand and
appreciate Shakespeare without understand- .
ing the ‘historry” of culture and language then
prevalent,

_Students come from various strata,
background and spheres of the society, from
areas rural and urban from English-medium
and non-English medium schools. Those who
have done ‘Merchant of Venice’ even at the

- 'school level while some who have not come
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across English until they were in standard 5th.

It is a Herculean task to cater to the
varying needs of a wide spectrum of
students. It then becomes necessary to take into
account the grasp, capacity and need of the
average student and not only a limited few who
have the linguistic skill or mastery over
English is required to comprehend
Shakespeare. '

The language used in Shakespeare’s
plays is ‘blank verse’ which has become
obsolete. Also the problem is created by the
‘diachronic’ variety of English i.e. changes
within a particular language over a long course
of time. With change in time the meanings,
spellings and connotations of some words have
changed. This also poses a difficulty for the
teacher to explain in detail the meaning of each
word that has transformed shades of meaning.

An example from ‘Hamlet’ In act [V/
scence VI the sailor, in reply to Horatio says,
“A shall’ sir,” Here by A it means ‘He’ that
is God shall bless me too.

When students are being taught, at the
C. E. C. level the use and omission of articles
as to when to use and when to omit ‘A,’ they
will no doubt be confused whether ‘A’ is
supposed to mean “He’ or ‘God’ as well.

Already we have students struggling
to develop their language skills and they do
not seem to make a very good job of it. Is it
going to be of any help to burden them with
one more style of English? The students who
come from vernacular medtum schools or
rural aresa are at a loss for no fault of theirs.
They find Shakespeare ‘tedious’ and his
language ‘alien’.

The teacher is forced to go over the
‘play’ as quickly as possible because of the
limited time made available. There are only
four lectures a week each about 50 minutes

duration.

The students of C.E.C. may never
bother to read Shakespeare on their own due
to ‘Blank Verse’ i.e. the style of English used
by him.

It is naturally a very difficult task for
the teacher to cater to such students and
expect creative answers and awareness from
them.

When I had carried out a survey in our
college on ‘Should Shakespeare be a part of
compulsory English Course?’ Most of the
students were of the opinion, that Shakespeare
should be deleted. The reason commonly stated
fior this was the ‘obsolete’ ‘blank verse’ used
in his plays was beyond ‘liking’ ‘need’ and
‘comprehension’ of the average student.

They did not see any relevance of
Shakespeare’s work to the career, the students
planned for.

There is no doubt or denial that
Shakespeare was ‘myriad minded.” He
possessed the ‘power of pen’ to captivate his
readers and audience for centuries together.
There is not an ‘iota’ of doubt that Shakespeare
must be included in ‘Optional /Special English’
course, where there is ample scope and possi-
bility of detailed study of Shakespeare.

The present situation is such that
students find it difficult to cope with present
day English. It is of prime importance to
enrich student’s vocabulary and develop their
communication skills, which is precisely an ob-
jective of the compulsory English Course.

To quote from Dr. S.B. Gokhale’s
paper ‘Teaching Shakespeare in India’
-Ripeness is all.

He mentions that,

Shakespeare certainly has relevance to
only an optional English Student, who plans
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to undertake literary studies as a result of his
motivation and concious choice and who is
interested in the “artistic’ use of the languages.
Such a student has a satisfactory degree of
competence in “routine’ functional use of
English. In other words, the student has to be
‘mentally’ and ‘linguistically” equipped to
~ undertake a specialist’s interest in a literary
work of art.’ '

The goverment has taken steps to
begin English at the earlier school level.
Maybe this will bring about a positive change
in developing the linguistic competence
and building a strong foundation of English.
Then we can hope that even the average In-
dian - student will be capable of enjoying
Shakespeare for its ‘artistic value’ and not roll
it into a paraphrased version for a good score
at the examination.

Until then we have to be patient and
pay heed to the opinion voiced by a majority
of the students, that is, not to bring Shakespeare
in a compulsory English class, but welcome
him whole heartelly in the classes of optional
‘special English where ‘he’ is the kin’g.’* *

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“Wordsworth’s Theory of Poetic Diction As Expressed In his
Prefece To The Lyrical Ballads”

Papaer read at paper reading contest in Symbiosis College
Ulka Sansane, T.Y.B.A.

“Enough of science and of art;
Close up these barren leaves;
Come forth, and bring with you a heart
That watches and receives.”

At a time when the 18th Century
writings were clothed in artificial, empty and
historical diction, Wordsworth appeared on the
scence. It was the period of Neo-classical
poetry with Pope continuing to be the leading
force. Wordsworth detested the vogue of
poetic diction and what he started to do was to
break a new ground, ushering in a revival of
romanticism. Hence the immediate purpose
of Wordsworth’s preface is to defend his
poems against the charges of lowness and
unpoetic excess that had been made against
both their subjects and diction. Its wider
intention is to relate poetry as closely as
possible to common life, to remove it in
the first place from the realm of fantasy, and
in the second from that of polite or over
sophistication. In doing so he thought to
discard all together the dress of poetry-poetic
diction, elaborate meters, finished literary
styles and personification that is to say,
Wordsworth sought o free poetry from the
pressure of mechanical rules and canons, and
that accounted for his holding a brief for the
“language really used by men” to make this
point clear, that the language of rustic people.
the shephards, the peasants the wood-cutters,
the leech gatherers ought to be the language
of poctry, he advances some logic in support
of his contentions.

In the first place, poetry cannot do
without emotion. Even if poctry itself is not a

turning loose of emotion, it issues from
emotions. It takes its origin from emotion
recollected in tranquility and we should say, it
appeals to the emotive aspect of the reader. As
Wordsworth put in the preface of to the 1800
edition,...... “the feeling therein developed
gives importance to the action and situation and
not the action and situation to the feeling.”

In the second place. poetry seeks to
capture the essence of truth. The country
people are mostly honest and simple hearted.
It was for this very basic reason that humble
and rustic life was generally chosen, because
in that condition, the essential passions of the
heart find a better soil in which they can attain
their maturity are less under restraint and speak
a plainer and more emphatic language.

In the third place, while poetry aims at
truth it cannot dispense with beauty. The coun-
try people live in close association with nature.
Infact they breathe beauty, they live beauty. So
when they speak beauty articulates itself.

Hence with all these in his mind, was
created the Lyrical Ballads with a few other
poems along with Coleridge in .

While coleridge attempted to
naturalise the supernatural, Wordsworth, for his
part, was ‘to give the charm of novelty to things
of every day and to excite a feeling analogus
to the supernatural, by awakeing the mind’s
attention to the lethargy of custom, and
directing it to the loveliness and the wonders
of the world before us.’

The character and incidents were to be
such as will be found in every village and its
vicinity where there is a meditative and
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feeling mind to seek after them, or to notice
them, when they present themselves.

The poems ‘The Idiot Boy’, “The
Thorn’, “We are Seven’, ‘Goody Blake”, and
‘Hary Gill’,’Michael’ , ‘The old Cumberiand
Beggar’, “The Female Vagrant’, ‘Simon Lee’,
“The Last of the Flock’, speak his attempt.
Tintern Abbey the last poem to be the written
of the original lyrical Ballads sums up
Wordsworth’s belief that he gained through
years. '

‘Nature never did betray

The heart that loved her

Simplicity of style and language which
characterizes his poetry. It brings about a
revolution in poetic style unpressing a desire
not only to write in a new way but find the
appropriate idiom for a new apprehension of
the truth. He directs our attention to these in
the advertisement to the 1798 edition and
defends it at length in the preface he wrote for
the 1800 edition. As in ‘The Female Vagrant
to maintain some degree of naturalism by
allowing his rustic character free range over
the felicities of his own language and by
adopting to his purposes the elements of the
basically simple poetic form, Wordsworth
achieves something of the impresonal
quthenticity of the traditional Ballad.

One thing is clear, Wordsworth was

not attempting dialect poetry. The poems in
Lyrical Ballads do not try to capture the

atmosphere or style of folk poetry. They use .

rather a selection of language really used by
men’ so as to avoid the literary and artificial
language of the 18th century poetry and
because this will bring them closer to human
behaviour.

In psychological terms his attempt 18
derived from Hartly. He writes “was to make
the incidents of common life interestipg by
tracing in them truly though not ostentatiously
primary laws of our nature. Chiefly as far as
regards the manner in which we associate ideas
in a state of excitement.”

Wodrsworth’s arguments sound
attractive. However his arguments "are
throughly criticized by Coleridge.

First Coleridge objects to the
expression a selection of language really used
by men. According to him Wordsworth who
seeks to free poetry from artificiality invities
artificiality for when a language undergoes a
process of selection, it presupposes another
process of of rejection. When selection and
rejection operate the originality of the language
is disturbed.

In the second place, Coleridge cannot
agree with the idea that there can be any
particular language ‘really used by men. The
language used by a category of people differs
largely from the language current in a society
of another category of people. The language
of both a rustic and a town’s man differs from
person to person, class to class, place to place.

While Wordsworth condenmns
“Poetic diction” he accepts the use of meter in
poetry “ The point to note is that if the poetic
diction is artificial, so too 1s meter. Moreover
Wordsworth’s assertion ** There neither is, nor
can be any essential difference between the
language of prose and metrical composition”
has been disagreed by Coleridge. Which he
illustrates in ‘Biographia Literaria”..

Lastly since the language of poetry
ought to agree with the subject, concerned the.
subject dealing with the problem of a town man
cannot but resort to the language of urbanity.

But even with such arguments posed
against his poetry we undoubtely own that 1t
was Wordsworth who brought into the dry
rhetorical canvas of the poetry of the time the
naturalness and spontaneity that everybody
longed for.

Believing with Aristotle that poetry is
more philosophical than history............ “its
object is truth not individual and local
but general and operative Wordsworth
successfully through his poetry brings out a
rejection of the whole mind of man.”
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The poet writes under the restriction
only namely that of the necessity of giving
immediate pleasure to a human being
possessed of that information which may be
expected from him not as a lawyer a
physician a mariner an astronomer or a
- natural philosopher, but as a man. Except this
one restriction there is no object standing
between the poet and the image of things.

There was an exhibition, held on the
MIT college grounds, to show the talent
-of brilliant students of India, aptly named
the Whizkids India Expo. The exhibition
was an eye opener which showed the
awesome capabilities of the future scientists
and inventors. The kids had designed and
developed their own systems. The models
they presented were beautifully concieved
and made. There was a student who had
made a solar water heater which heated
water to 80°C and maintained it at that
temperature for 3 days and it cost just Rs.
800-1200! There was a multipurpose bicycle
on display. The children at the Expo were
handling the crowd very well.

It
is really an achievement because the PSLV
model is a gold plated model, the same
type of model was presented to the Prime
Minister, India Hon. Shri Atal Bihari
Vajpayee. Sir told me that only 5000 such
models were made and I got the 418th
model.

The closing ceremony was on 3lst
December 2001. Dr. Raghunath Mashelkar
was the chief guest, he visited our stall.

The other day 1 read an article in
Economic Times which said that "Now the
Kanchi Shankaracharya has joined the anti-
liberalisation bandwagon with the belief
that liberalisation which was introduced in
India by Shri.

To crack your GD,
all you have to do is to project a positive
personality. The most important element of
positive personality is leadership quality.
The main attributes of a leader are
* One who talks sense, comes out with
original innovative ideas
* One who is a good speaker as well as
a good listener. |

* One who is convincing and back up his

argument with factual evidence
* A leader is not a policeman or a GD
moderator who fines direction in a GD.
The key to success in a GD is
(a) Knowledge (b) Practice
Anyone preparing for a GD must
have sufficient General Knowledge about
current affairs. The only way you can
improve it is by reading as much as
possible.
DO'S AND DONT'S IN A GD :
1. Do not express an opinion or take a

stand which you can set back up with

factual evidence. Never change your
stand and view point in a GD.

2. Do not panic on hearing the GD topic.
Be calm and think clearly about
the topic. _

3. Never ask anyone else to speak.

4. Do not impose yourself as a leader,
it does not step in to the shoes of a
GD moderator.

5. Maintain an eye contact constantly
with everyone in the group as a
positive body language. Do not point
your finger towards anyone.

6. Do not be melodramatic or 'Filmy' to
gather attention, be sensible and sober.

7. Do not make fun or mocky to any
participant in any way.

8. Do not mumble, speak loudly and
clearly,

9. Do not lose your temper. Do not start
shouting.

10. Do not look at the examiner. You
need not prone your point to the
examiner never object to or question
the examiner,

11. Do not praise a participant too much
Restrict your praises to 'Point well

taken,’ 'Good Point ' etc.

12. Do not informal. This means, do not
start using ‘'slang’ or Hinglish
(Hindi+English) or words like 'Yaar'

13. Do not waste the group's time by
constantly repeating the same thing.

14. Pose that you are carefully listening
to everyone. Do not start looking at
the ceiling or outside the room, as if
you are thinking deeply.

15. If you are asked to summarize the
GD in the end, then only summarise,
do not give any conclusion or enforce
your view point.

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PERSONAL INTERVIEWS

A guide to 'Personel interviews:

A personal interview (IT) is conducted
by a panel of 2 to 6 interviewers. In
contrast to a group discussion, personal
interview is more personal in nature. Focus
shifts from leadership quality to academic
knowledge personal behaviour and
individual presentation.

Basically there are four areas of which,
one is a questioneering in an interview.

Academic knowledge :- One must
have a sufficient knowledge of the subject
in which one has done specalisation during
one'’s graduation. One is expected to know
much more than he is taught by his
teachers. For a chemical engineer if a
question on chemistry is asked, then 'l
don't Know' or 'We were not tought' are
fatal answers.

Extra curricular activities :- One
must be able to show his strong interest
in at least one or two extra-curricular
activities. A sportsman has an advantage.
Pune academics with no hobbies or extra
curriculars activities may not be welcomed.
An important point to note that if one
mentions any extra curricular activity then
one should name a vast and deep knowledge
of that subject.

Personal Attributes :- This is
probably the most difficult part to handle
in an interview, but most easy to preparc.
'Introduce yourself where would you be
after 10 years? are general questions but
need proper preparation, because at times
candidates get puzzled.

Current affairs :- Of course last but
not the least, one must have sufficient
information about curreat affairs. One
should not only have information, but also

understand and analyse the events.

Some general interview tips

1. Be smart and formally dressed.

2. Sit straight and have positive body
language. Maintain constant eye contact
with all the members.

3. Be honest.

4. Carry a folder of your certificates
and other importants documents. Please do
not keep this folder in your lap during the
interview. Keep it an the floor or take your
panel's permission to keep it on the table
in front of you.

5. Be polite.

6. Be precise to the point and give
specific answers. Do not make general
statements. Back up your answer with
examples.

Some general interview questions :-

1. What are your strengths and how
can you prove them so.

2. What are your weaknesses and how
do you plan to iradicate them? :

3. How would you define job
satisfaction, commitment standard of living?

4. What are your long term goals and
how do you plan to achieve them?

5. What do you say about moral
degradations in society flexibility of ethics!

6. How have you been affected by
your achievements and hobbies and so far?

It is indeed an occassion of pride and
happiness for all of us that two students
from our college Mr, Dalal Onkar (XI,C)
and Mr. Mitra Mohit (XI,C) are selected
as among the top 500 students of XI
standard from ali over India in the 1st level
of 4th National Science Olympiad (NSO)
examination conducted by the Science
Olympiad Foundation (SOF), New Delhi.
This examination was held in our college
on lIst Feb. 2002.

It was conducted for the first time in
our college and I am happy to work as it's
co-ordinator. Until September 2001 I was
not knowing about SOF and it's activities.
in Oct. 2001 there was an advertisement
in Times of India for the co-ordinatorship
of the NSO examination. With the prior
permission and guidance from Prof. A. G.
Gosavi (Principal), Prof. J. Chinchore (Vice
