The functioning of the 'Attendance
committee' started this year from the
day one of teaching, at the classroom
level even before the committee was
announced. This was in response to the
directive given by the Principal in the
first staff-meeting, saying that a daily

attendance record for each lecture-

period of every theory course should

be maintained by all the teachers. This
was intended to promote students'
attendance in the theory classes.
'‘Complete attendance record' is also a
prerequisite for a meaningful analysis!

The attendance committee analyzed
the attendance record twice during the
academic year, firstly for the period
June/July - September, 2005 and
secondly for the period 21* Novembér,
2005 -10th February, 2006. New
forms were prepared for writing the

"~ roll numbers of defaulters in

attendance. From about three hundred

forms received from the teachers, the

committee members identified serious

defaulters in attendance.

As afirst step towards disciplinary
action against the serious defaulters in
attendance, their roll numbers were
displayed prominently on the notice-
board and also circulated in the classes.

Subsequently, letters were issued to
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their guardians and meetings of
guardians were called. Guardians
attended these meetings in large
number. The efforts taken by the
College regarding students attendance
were highly appreciated by many
guardians. Some of them expressed
their unawareness about the absence of
their wards. During the meeting the
Principal appealed the guardians to see
that the attendance of their wards was
improved in the subsequent days and
also warned them that in the case of no
improvement, the College would be
compelled to take a threefold action
against the serious attendance
defaulters.

All these steps created an
atmosphere of  ‘attendance
improvement’ amongst the students. It
was found that the ‘defaulter number’
went down substantially in the second

term, particularly amongst the Science

students.

The committee is thankful to the
teaching faculty for making available
the attendance data (about 80%) in time
for further analysis. Co-operation of
the Registrar, administrative staff and
class-advisors is  gratefully
acknowledged. The tedious work of
analysis done by the committee
members (with a few exceptions) is
appreciated. The committee could
function efficiently because of the
keen interest and creative suggestions

by the Principal and Vice-Principals.
