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~ SCOUTING'S OUTING - JAMBOREE &»

It was when I was small T used to
say said that Scouting is a boring
subject. It is just a subject which I am
supposed to study at school and then
leave it away. The reason behind this
was that I didn't know what scouting
was. I never knew that scouting is a
wonderful blend on your career. It is a
great achievement that makes you a true
and tremendous personality. It not only
teaches the different virtues of life but
also trains you to be a good citizen.

I may be 4 when I joined the
scout-guide troop named Shree Shivaji
Kul, an open troop in scouting. At that
time, I only knew that I was supposed
to play there and come home. But as |
grew up, I learnt scouting and it made
me feel that I was now placed on the
right track of my life. Today, I hold the
position of a state level scout badge
which makes me feel proud. One of the
most important and fascinating
activities in scouting is the Jamboree.

What is a Jamboree really ? not
only you but also I too asked this
question to my scoutmaster (scout
leader). He replied - "Jamboree is the
world of scouting. It is the wonderful

achievement in a scout's life which
makes him understand scouting
thoroughly." The most important thing
is that a Jamboree is a huge camp in
which almost 20,000 scout-guides (boys
and girls) participate from the whole
country and the neighbouring countries
like Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Nepal and
Bhutan. (Recently I got a chance to visit
the Special National Jamboree organized
by the National Headquarters, Delhi, at
Kolkata.) It was the period of 12 long
days for which I was going away from
my house, my friends, and my college
and the like. We, the scouts and Guides
of Shree Shivaji Kul, started our long
journey from the Pune railway station by
Azad Hind Express. During our long
journey, we passed Maharashtra.
Chattisgarh, Jharkhand, Bihar and then
finally reached West Bengal in the
fabulous metro city of Kolkata.

The arrangement in the hugecamp
was on a massive extent. That the
Hawrah Railway station Kolkatta, there
were military trucks that had come to
pick us up. As we reached the campsite,
we were overwhelmed to see the
organization. The total area used for the
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camp seemed endless. The scouts and
Guides were sent to the respective wings
and then we all were allotted tents. The
first and the most important thing was
that we had to clean and organize our
tent. After that we came to know, that
the massive camp was divided as per the
States, then the districts and then the
respective troops. The first and the
second day i.e. 31st December 2006 and
1st January 2007 were spent by us in
sight seeing and other things.

After that, we retumed to
our tents walking for 2 km. which was a
tiring job for us. On that evening
loudspeakers were arranged for each
district. The electricity and at sanitation
were already set up. '

Each night at the Jamboree was
more and more fascinating. We came to
know that each state was supposed to
present it's own cultural items and
Maharashtra was given the date on the

‘4th of January. On the first January, we

were also told that we were supposed to
raise our state gate and also our district
gate. Both were for the competitions in
which we represented Maharashtra. The
state chief divided the projects to
different troops in the state. Our troop
was given the responsibility of the
district gate and the pioneering project
which was to be presented before the
national commissioner of scouting.

On the next day, 3rd January,
different were started in swing. The
activities consisted of three basic types
like the Intellectual activities, activities
like hiking, night hike, rock climbing etc.
There were also wonderful activities like
Kayaking, and Rafting etc. Adventure
games were most beautiful. It was
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stipuletaed that we were supposed to
complete at least 15 activities which
would earn us a superb badge. We all
started doing them in full swing, but were
a bit depressed when we saw scouts and
guides standing in uncountable lines
before the adventures bases. But still,
without loosing our hearts, we tried to
complete most of the activitis.

It was the most wonderful day for
salesmen. There were many people who
were standing the streets selling food
items and the other such items. There was
also the Jamboree Bazaar which
consisted of different badges, T-shirts,
brooches and such other items. There
were also cout-guides who were taking
the addresses of other people of other
states. The whole area was filled with
such a great atmosphere that we all were
living in a different galaxy!!

The day in the camp were passing
by and we were all busy in completing
our adventure games and of course
enjoying them. Then was the 4th January
which was the Maharashtra day. We all
were dressed up in the traditional fashion
of the Kurta and the Dhotar and all
looked quite handsome in it. Each day
started with a very good morning with
the state flag hoisting and ended nicely
but filled with tiredness. The nights were
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like a nightmare to us because of the cold.
The temperature went on up to 3 degrees
centigrade. We were thinking that we
were in the days of hard work of our
camp life, but we didn't know that those
days were about to come.

It happened that my colleagues
went out for a night hike which was a
beautiful activity and I was left with some
of the younger scouts in the tent. It was
then that I got the news that I had to
prepare for the pioneering project which
was to be submitted the next day. My
colleagues were to arrive on the next
afternoon which meant that they were
going to help in the project, but the initial
practice was completely my
responsibility. The project selected by us
was a bridge which was to be used in the
army as 'Hidden Suspension Bridge'. The
bridge was not a simple structure but a
massive one which needed much hard
work. It was then when Mr. Suresh Lohar
who was an important person in the state
camp of Maharashtra guided me and
helped me in collecting all the necessary
goods, preparing a diagram, a model and
many more things. The pioneering
project was the most important
competition in the camp for which we
had our preparation done for many days
before the camp. I had my all preparation
done and had started my project with
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some of the scout-guides of our and 2
more troops on 6th of January 2007. My
colleages returned a bit late on the same
afternoon without resting for even a
moment we all started our work in full
swing. Not only Maharashtra doing
work but all other states were also
involved in their respective projects.
Working for hours and even till late
night we all completed our task. But it
was not enough. The next day was more
important from our point of view. The
next day was the inspection of our

project. We all dressed up in our neatand

tidy uniforms were all set for the
inspection. I and my Guide colleague
were standing there in order to explain
the project to the national commissioner
and the others as well. The inspection
started and I explained to them the
importance and working of the 15 feet
tall and about 20 feet long project.

"OUTCASTE - A MEMOIR"

Author : Dr. Narendra Jadhav
by Sai Balaji, SYBSc 'B'

"Qutcaste - a memoir" 1s an
expanded English rendition of
Narendra Jadhav's Marathi novel
"Amcha baap Aan Amhi". This
book gives a real life account of
the down-side of the caste-system
in India.

"Outcast- a memoir” gives us
a vivid description of the world
that Jadhav lived in through the
eyes of his parents, his father
Damu and his Damu's journey
from a village called Ozar to the
great city of Mumbai to escape the
crutches of the caste system.

Narendra Jadhav
emphatically states in the first line
of the authors note- 'Every sixth
human being in the world today is
an Indian and every sixth Indian
is an erstwhile untouchable, a Dalit
India's 3,500 year old caste system
is a stigma on humanity and still
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continues to be so. Even today,
apart from politics, there seems to
be inactivity on the Dalit front. The
Dalits believed to be at the
lowermost rung of Indian society

were not allowed to collect water

from the same wells as that of the
upper caste. Being Hindus, they
weren't allowed to enter the
temples of the high classes.

This book follows Damu's
journey. an inspiring story about
his fight for respect as a human
bing. It not only gives an account
of Damu's life but also potrays
some of the most intriguing and the
most shocking incidens of caste
discombination. This book is free
of any mundane sentimentality. It
has certainly not been written to
games sympathy for Dalita. The
book is very powerful, very real.
The facts mentioned in the book
are more intriguing than fiction
and it is this that makes it a
rivetting read.

Damu was a Dalit by birth.
Unable to bear the shameful living

of a low caste untouchable he fled
to Mumbai. By his Sheer grit, will

~power and hard work, he won

respect in everybody's eyes.
Armed with ‘noth-ing but
determination he refused to cave
in to injustice of any kind. He
wholeheartedly supported the
cause of upliftment of Dalits by
participating in movements staged
by Dr. Ambedkar who championed
the cause of Dalits. He raised his
children who then fulfilled his
aspirations and overcame all
barriers that had bedevilled his

own life.
This book is, a revelation of
SOTtS. An absolutely

unpuldo'wnable read. It is a book

about dreams coming true. It is

about human dignity. It is about

self respect and forging our own

identity. A must read for everyone
from all age groups.
