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From the Principal's Desk

Dear Readers,

I am most pleased to present to you the annual magazine of our college, Modern 2009-10.

This academic year has been and will always be a memorable year for all of us, because
in this year, the NAAC (National Assessment & Accreditation Council) re-accredited our
college by awarding it with the most coveted ‘A’ grade. This landmark achievement is
certainly a culmination of the commendable joint efforts of Team Modern comprising the
teaching, non-teaching staff & students of Modern College. On cue, I must thank the
Management of Progressive Education Society and particularly the invaluable guidance,
support & encouragement from Hon. Dr. G. R. Ekbote, the Chairman in our journey to
this milestone. :

At this juncture, I take the opportunity of heartily congratulating Hon. Dr. G. R.
Ekbote on behalf of the entire staff of Modern College, for having been appointed as the
Pro Vice-Chancellor of Maharashtra University of Health Science, Nasik - a great honour
indeed ! It makes us all greatly proud.

Here, I am glad to mention that in this NAAC re-accrediation year, the College
undertook several developments & improvements in the infrastructural facilities that are
sure to benefit our students to a great extent. These developments include Nakshatrawan
on the College terrace, labelling of trees and setting up of solar lamps in the campus,
erection of an automatic weather station, renovation of all laboratories, and permanent
facility of good & clean drinking water for students. Other noteworthy developments are -
a special Examination Control Room, capacity enhancement of reading rooms for boys as
well as girls & suggestion boxes for students. By constructing mezzanine floors of 3,000
sq.ft. in some halls, we have made five additional class-rooms available for students. The
construction of our new, five- storeyed administrative building is on the verge of completion.
The building will offer an area of 10,000 sq.ft. for the College office blocks, in turn making
a lot of extra space available for the present Library. The recently set up facility of CCTVs
in the campus has added to the safety & security of our students. The immense support
and financial backing from the Management of Progressive Education Society have been of
great help in all these student-oriented infrastructural developments.

There have been remarkable achievements in academics as well from our students &
staff members, too. Modern College has signed a prestigious MOU with the Max Muller
Bhavan, and has become a ‘Partner Institution’ under the PASCH’ programme, dedicated
to the spread of the German language in India. An educational tour to Germany of 4 of our
students & Prof. A. G. Gosavi (Visitor) & Prof. J. P. Chinchore (Vice-Principal) added to the
prestige of Modern College, thanks to the hard work put in by Mrs. S. V. Kuwalekar, the
head of department, German.

It is very inspiring for our students that various educational workshops & seminars
are being organised in our College. An international seminar was held by the Marathi
department of our College, for which I must congratulate Dr. Mrs. Snehal Taware, HOD,
Marathi department. I must make a mention of COMSTORM’ - a state level workshop for
Junior College Commerce teachers which was the outcome of the efforts of our Commerce
teachers under the able leadership of Mrs. Suneeta Gosavi.

A vermiculture unit is set up by us & an allied short-term course has been started.
Our college hosted a 6th pay-fixation camp for University of Pune. Students are being
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immensely benefitted by our newly established hands-on training programmes in different
subjects such as Zoology, Botany, Bio-technology, Computer Science and English. The
department of Psychology holds counselling sessions regularly which have benefitted citizens
in the neighboring areas. I am happy to mention that our teachers are engaged in research
projects worth rupees more than 1 crore which are funded by agencies like BCUD, University
of Pune, UGC and DST. We have received development grants worth more than Rs. 70
lakh under the 11th plan of UGC. I congratulate my team members who have made all this
possible.

All four main co-curricular departments of our College i.e. NSS, NCC, Gymkhana &
Art Circle have done extremely well in this academic year too. Under the able guidance of
NSS advisors, Prof. Narendra Naidu & Prof. Sunita Purohit and College NSS officers
Prof. Nisha Bhandare & Prof. P. S. Varade, the NSS unit of our students conducted
several activities successfully including a winter camp at a new destination, village Ghotawde.

Hard efforts of our NCC officers Prof. Yenge B. B. & Prof. Ashok Kamble are evident
in the fact that one of our NCC cadets got a chance of participating in the Republic Day
parade at New Delhi.

Our College Gymkhana set up an example this year, by starting an intercollegiate
Volleyball tournament - Modern Karandak. I am confident that this good work will continue
with greater enthusiasm in the years to come.

Let me congratulate and offer good wishes to our staff member who shouldered newer
responsibilities during this academic year. Prof. D. S. Mane has been appointed as the
Head-Department of Mathematics. Prof. S. R. Choudhary has taken over as the Head of
Electronics Department & has also been appointed as the co-ordinator of IQAC. (Internal
Quality Assurance Cell) Prof. Sanjay Thengdi now holds the post of Academic & Research
Co-ordinator. Mr. B. B. Dalvi - one of the members of our non-teaching staff was honoured
by University of Pune with the Best Non-teaching staff-member award. Prof. Ashok Kamble
(Electronics), Prof. A. V. Kamble (Commerce), Prof. Nayana Kulkarni (Geography) &
Mr. S. Kamthe (non-teaching) have been elected as L.M.C. members. Mr. Jayant Jorwekar
has been appointed as the Supervisor of Junior College.

I am proud that Modern College has earned a special niche in the educational sphere
of Pune by becoming the first college to have started the M.Sc. (Statistics) course of
University of Pune.

Trip to Germany - An Educational Experience

The Max Muller Bhavan, Pune (and
Mumbai) organised an educational tour to
Germany from 16th May to 24th May 2010,
for the Principals of selected schools and
Colleges from Pune, Mumbai, Kolhapur and
Nagpur. The trip was organised with a view
to understanding the system of education
in Germany and also to have an exchange
of ideas between educators from Germany
and India. Prof. A. G. Gosavi (Ex-Principal
& present Visitor) and Prof. J. P. Chinchore,
Secretary P. E. Society & Vice-Principal
participated in the trip. They were
immensely benefitted by the trip to
Germany.

The Max Muller Bhavan, Pune (MMB
i.e. Goethe Institute) had recently
undertaken a new project known as PASCH
- school partnership under which the
partner schools would be able to get several
facilities for the promotion of German
language. P. E. Society signed an
agreement with Max Muller Bhavan and
now Modern College has become a partner
under PASCH scheme. The students and
teachers are getting lots of benefits under
the scheme. So far, 6 students have got
scholarship & they visited Germany. The
college also got generous financial
assistance to develop a language laboratory.
Thanks to MMB, without whose help this
would not have been possible.

The trip to Germany was a great
success. All the participants were extremely
happy about the trip as it was very well
planned, organised and could serve the
purpose very effectively.

The team of 12 participants along with
three MMB officers visited Bremen,
Stuttgart & Munichen. First, the team
went to Bremen. It is a city on the Weser
river. It was known as “Rome of the North”
during early history. The free Hanseatic

city of Bremen and the part Bremenhevan
were amalgamated in 1947 to form a
Federal State - the smallest of the 16
German Federal States. A visit was
arranged at Science Centre, which was
close to the Gunte hotel. The visit to the
Centre was quite interesting and
informative. The Indian team of Principals
then had an opportunity to have discussions
with society for the city friendship - Pune -
Bremen. We were then reminded of Indo-

Bremen friendship at Bremen square at
Aundh, Pune.

Next day, we visited one school in
Bremen. We were welcomed by the
students, teachers & Principal. The
Principal explained school education
system of Bremen. We had an interesting
discussion on several issues in school
education in India & Germany. The free &
liberal atmosphere in the school very much
impressed the Indian Principals. The
projects undertaken by the school children
was an important feature of the school.

A visit to Jacobs University was
arranged with a view to studying higher
education (University Education) system in
Germany. This was a private University
offering instructions for Undergraduate-
Postgraduate and Ph.D. courses in various
subjects e.g.. Engineering, Psychology,
Statistics, Microbiology, Oceanography, etc.
There were several Indian students
studying in this University. A meeting was
arranged with them. They were well settled
and were doing very well in their respective
studies. They were quite appreciative of the
academic standards, facilities & total
atmosphere of the University. We were
taken to the library laboratories, class-
rooms, hostel-rooms etc. The infrastructure
facilities, the equipments, the library
facilities all were quite modern & up-to-
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date. The campus was spacious, clean and
‘beautiful. The total atmosphere in the
‘\University was such that one would love
to be a student & get lost in studies &
research. The members of the team also
introduced their educational system from
Indian Colleges & Universities to the
professors & authorities of Jacobs
University. The Indian team of Principals
was quite impressed by the
interdisciplinary approach of learning & the
credit system adopted by Jacobs University.

After visiting a few educational
institutions and historical places in
Bremen, we left for Stuttgart. Stuttgart is
known as the headquarter of Mercedez-
Benz and Porche. The city has a number
of first-rate art collections and two
museums that are sure to set the pulse of
motor-minded racing. The architectural
design of ‘Porche’ is superb and unique. The
museum has a display of more than 350
cars each having its own unique features.

We then visited a castle (palace).
Beautiful, clean well maintained roads,
with tall green trees lead us to a place
called “Solitude Castle.” The castle is
surrounded by lush green beautiful
landscapings. It is a well known picnic spot.
Dignitaries / VIPs from different countries
make it a point to visit this place. We had
a good relief in a “Scholas Restaurant”
which served us some kind of Indian
vegetarian food.

We, the Principals of Indian Schools
& Colleges also got an opportunity to have
discussions with senior officials of the
Ministry of Education and Culture of
Federal German Republic (Federal GDR).
A senior officer incharge of International
Relations welcomed us and briefed us about
educational and cultural policies of Federal
GDR. The other officers from the Ministry
explained to us the educational systems in
GDR. The highlights of the Report on
Higher Education Systems were also shown

and discussed with us. The officials of the
Ministry of GDR and the members of the
Indian Team had a very fruitful discussion
on features of higher education systems in
India & Federal GDR.

On 20th May evening, we were taken
to a theatre to attend a Musical Concert
(Orchestra). The Concert hall was
beautifully designed and well maintained.
The atmosphere was cheerful & well
dressed people of all age groups - children,
teenagers, youngsters, senior citizens - had
come to enjoy the orchestra. They were
enjoying the concert with great
appreciation & discipline. The way the
audience was appreciating the artists was
unique and quite disciplined.

On the 5th day of the tour, we
proceeded to Munich. It was a two hour
rail journey from Stuttgart to Munich. The
utmost cleanliness on the railway platform,
well maintained & beautifully coloured
trains, the service of the staff impressed

~ us. This journey was quite memorable as

we travelled through most beautiful areas,
full of trees, flowers, hills & valleys. It is
considered to be the most beautiful part of
Europe.

In Munich, we visited Goethe Institute
located in a huge building. We were given
information about the organisation &
functions of the Institute. The Institute
operates through its offices located all over
the world. The Institute has a well-
maintained huge library - consisting of CD
rooms, reading & conference rooms, class-
rooms, etc.

Goethe Institute is a cultural body
funded by Government (ie. Federal
Republic of GDR). It expects cooperation
and dialogue in partnership - and openness
to foreign culture. It has locations
worldwide, 136 institutions in 91 countries,
10 local offices. Head office is at Munich -
Corporate office is in Berlin. The mission
of Goethe Institute is to promote German

language - impart knowledge of German
language abroad through language courses
run with the cooperation of national
educational authorities. The Institute is
committed to multilingual world. It
provides intercultural corporation with
international projects, contributes to
worldwide understanding. For promotion
of art & culture, the Institute undertakes
workshops, exhibitions, colloquia, concerts
lectures, etc.

Thus, the Indian team principals
visited some Schools, Universities,
Science, art & cultural centres, museums,
historical places like old castles, churches,
etc. The team also held discussions with
students, teachers, principals, some
educational authorities & citizens.

Swami Vivekanand was a philologist
and also a great philosopher. He undertook
the study of a system for the conduct of
life. His scope was to such truth and
knowledge especially of ultimate reality or
of general causes and principles. Swamiji
was a great thinker of Hindu religion and
a source of knowledge.

Swami Vivekanand had said — “I want
hundred young ones who will enter the
mouth of death, those who can swim and
cross the vast and unpredictable sea. Such
brave and intelligent youth are the ones
whom I need.”

I am ready to face any
problem, any challenge without thinking
of what the result may be.

One among
those is that when at 18, I had visited
Karnataka alone and I had to go to an
unfamiliar place there, also I did not know
the local language. But I still took the task
as challenge as it was expected by my
mother from me. I had to undertake a 22
hour journey from Pune. I had to take
three buses to reach that distant village.
Facing all the problems and barriers I
completed the work and came back as well.
All were surprised by this fabulous effort
made by me. However, this is not the only
quality which I possess. Swamiji
emphasized more on truth and knowledge.
Speaking the truth and implementing it
in our nature is something very difficult.
You have to sometimes pay a high price

just to speak the truth. Because it is always
said that truth is always bitter. A single
truth can lessen the effect of ten false
things. I have developed this quality in me.
I have decided that I will always choose
the path of honesty and will speak only the
truth, may its consequences be anything
or lead to any personal loss. I am even
ready to enter the phase of death. The fear
of death can’t stop me from speaking truth.
My honesty and truth are tested many
times by my destiny and every time I have
come out positively.

A time had come when my one false
statement could have given good benefits
to my friends in the form of marks in their
practicals. But I did not lie, infact I told
that thing which was true to my
knowledge. The result was not good for my
friends. Then afterwards I had to listen to
my friends’ criticism and ultimately I lost
all my friends. I never wanted to lose my
friends. Thus, I feel that this quality would
bring me in those hundreds expected by
swamiji.

Swamiji had passed B.A. exam with good
marks. He believed that perceiving
knowledge is nothing less than making
identity of himself in the world. Even I am
the one with same view. I work hard to
get good marks and strive hard to get more
and more knowledge which may be
beneficial for me to stand in competition.
I am not at all worried of being a failure.
My job is to work hard, success may just
follow to make me more strong to fight.
Failures can’t depress me. I am ready to
swim the sea of vast and unpredictable life,
facing challenges and cross it to reach my
destination. Swamiji, even after getting
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higher education, did not take the
responsibility to run the house. Instead,
he took ‘sanyas’. It was a hard time in his
life, as he had lost father.

Hard times are bound to come, but my
feet stand still to such blows. I am the one
who is never a coward to such storms. 1
would like to share my experience. I had
expected to score above 90% in my class
XIIth exam. During the year I had to come
across various problems which were
directly and indirectly associated with my
health, my emotions, wealth, etc. But
overcoming those difficulties, I appeared
for the exam and was able to pass with
distinction marks. More significantly, my
problems were small if compared them
with that of Swamiji.

I had read that in 1893, there was all
religion assembly in Chicago, America. For
attending this assembly, Swamiji had
travelled by sea from India, taking sea
route of Japan to reach there. He presented
such a lecture full of liberty and humanity
that others’ lectures just failed to touch
the hearts of people in the assembly.
Taking it as an inspiration I too have
developed my speaking skills which could
attract the people’s minds for social cause.

I take rich interest in doing social work.
Social work in the sense, I help those
people who are in real need of it. Apart
from that I keep myself as an example to
everybody. I believe that instead of
pointing out others’ mistake, if we do it
ourselves by taking initiative there would
be ne queries. If a person has to grow high,
he has to first grow his thinking, his
beliefs, his attitudes, only then can he hold
time in his sway. With this motive I have
been working hard to develop my
intellectual capacity and thinking power
towards a productive way.

Planning or saying is different than
actually implementing it. Whatever is said
by me above is what I will try to keep, for

which if I need to enter the mouth of death,
I am ready to do it. My braveness and
intelligence will help me achieve my goals.
Thus I believe that I am one among the
hundred’s expected by Swamiji.

Whatever Swamiji learnt from his life,
he wants every youth to learn it. Only then
we can develop those qualities in us.

Vinayak Damodar Savarkar was born
on May 28, 1883 in a family of jagirdars in
the village of Bhagur near Nasik. Vinayak
was one of four children, born to
Demodarpant Savarkar and Radhabai.
When Vinayak was nine years old, his
mother died of Cholera. Damodarpant
himselflooked after his children thereafter.
Vinayak’s father died of plague in 1899
the burden of family fell on Babarao’s
shoulder. Vinayak’s patriotic spirit found
an outlet through an organization called
Mitra Mela that he formed. Vinayak
induced young patriotic men like himself
into the Mela to strive absolute political
independence for India by all means
necessary.

In March 1901, Vinayak was married
to Yamunabai, daughter of Ramchandra
Triambak Chiplunkar, who agreed to help
with Vinayak’s university education.
After his matriculation examination,

Vinayak enrolled in Fergusson in Poona in
1902.

Savarkar very soon dominated campus
life. He, along with a group of students,
began dressing alike using Swadeshi goods
only. He renamed the Mitra Mela as
“Abhinav Bharat” and declared that India
must be independent; India must be united;
India must be republic; India must have a
common language and common script.
Vinayak left for London to study Law
in June 1906 on a scholarship. The “Study
of Law”, he said “shows the vital points in
the system of government and accurate
base where to strike at advantage”. He
vowed never to take up service under
British Government.

Savarkar stayed at India House in
London, which was established by Pandit

Shyamji, a patriot scholar and social
reformer. Savarkar founded the Free India
Society’ which, held weekly meetings and
celebrated Indian festivals and
anniversaries of important figures and
days in the Indian freedom struggle.

In 1908, Savarkar completed the
“History of the War of Indian
Independence.” The text was banned by the
British even before it was published for
being “Revolutionary, explosive and
seditious”. The book was published in
France and Germany later, much to inspire
revolutionaries like Bhagat Singh and
Subhash Chandra Bose.

In 1909, Madanlal Dhingra was
imprisoned and a meeting of Indians in
London planned to unanimously condemn
his action. The meeting became unruly,
Savarkar’s spectacles were broken and
blood ran down on his face. The meeting
was broken up with Ravindranath Banarjee
leaving in protest against the attack on
Sawarkar. That night Savarkar wrote to
the London Times to clarify the reasons
for his action. He stated that the meeting
had no right to condemn Dhingra like a
law court.

Savarkar was implicated in the murder
of Mr. Jackson because of his contacts with
India House. Savarkar moved to Madame
Cama’s residence in Paris. A warrant
was issued and Savarkar was arrested on
March 13,1910. In his last letter to a close
friend, he conveyed his plan to attempt to
escape from custody at Marseilles. His
friend was to be waiting there with a car.
The escape attempt at Marseilles failed.
The car arrived too late. Savarkar was
brought to Bombay on the S. S. Morea and
detained at Yerwada jail. Savarkar was tried
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and found guilty by the courts of “waging
war by instigation using printed matter and
providing arms for abetting the murder of
Mr. Jackson. Savarkar was sentenced 25
years imprisonment. A sum total of 50
years imprisonment which he was to serve
at the Andaman’s prison. Veer Savarkar
was only 27 years old at the time of his
sentence !

Savarkar arrived at the Andaman
prison in July 4, 1911. Life for prisoners
was very harsh. Savarkar’s day began at 5
am, chopping trees with a heavy wooden
mallet and then he would be yoked to the

oil mill. He was successful in getting.

permission to start a jail library. With
great efforts and patience, he taught the
illiterate convicts to read and write.

Savarkar remained imprisoned in
Ratnagiri jail and then in Yerwada jail until
January 6, 1924. He was freed under the
condition that he would not leave Ratnagiri
district and abstain from political activity
for the next five years. While in Ratnagiri
jail, Savarkar wrote “Hindutva” which was
smuggled out and published under the pen
name “Mahalutts” on its release, Savarkar
founded the Ratnagiri Hindu Sabha. On
January 23, 1924, which aimed to preserve
India’s ancient culture and work for social
welfare.

Through the Sabha, Savarkar worked
to protect minority rights. During the
celebration of Hindu festivals, Savarkar
visited Muslim and Christian homes to
promote goodwill. He encouraged inter-
caste marriage and assisted Ambedkar in
the liberation of the untouchables. He
appealed for outdoor use of Hindi as the
mother tongue and suggested reforms to
the Devnagari script to facilitate printing.
While at Ratnagiri he wrote the “Hindu
Padpadashashi” and “My Transportation for
Life” and the collection of poems, plays
and novels.

At the end of his five confinements in
Ratnagiri, Savarkar joined Tilak’s Swaraj
Party and founded the Hindu Mahasabha
as a separate political party. He was elected
president of the Hindu Mahasabha.

Savarkar agreed to join hands with the
Congress in support of Gandhiji’s Quit India
movement as long as the Congress did not
compromise the unity of the nation to the
Muslim League. On August 15, 1947,
Savarkar proudly unfurled the National
Flag along with saffron flag of the
Mahasabha. As Savarkar aged, he saw his
grim prophecies coming true. China
invaded India in1962 and Pak attacked
India in 1965.

Veer Savarkar died on Feb 17, 1966.

Married for about a year or so,
Rajashree returned to Pune as she was 4
months pregnant. She delivered a baby girl
and named her Isha after me. But even
after all this hell, she waited for Prakash
to come and take her away. It was about a
year, and he kept on dalaying. We all
knew that he wouldn't return to her.
Maushi's single salary was insufficient for
supporting 3 People. So Rajashree came
to my Mamma to ask for her advice.
Mamma offered her a job. Mamma
convinced her and corsoled her to go back.
But Rajashree somhow didn't seem
happy and she also had to think of Isha's
future. Rajashree went along with Isha.
But she kept in touch with us through
letters. After about a few months, we felt
something was fishy as we didn't recieve
any letter over a long period of time. So
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my Mamma once called Maushi home.
Mamma convinced Maushi to pay a visit
to Junnar and see Prakash's behaviour
towards Isha and Rajashree. Mamma gave
her some extra money just as she gave
dear Rajashree while she left. Maushi was
grateful to Mamma for her help and
support. Maushi did go there and came
after 4 days. She directly came to our place
before going to her own. I was in my
tuitions, so I told her to wait until Mamma
returned from her office. Very eager to
know about Rajashree, Mamma came half
an hour early !

But all Mamma's excitement was
crushed when she came to know about
her. Maushi at first literally uttered no
words. She was numb, silent and so very
sad. When she looked up at Mamma she
just hugged her tight and burst out crying.
It was the first time she felt someone
as her own. Eventually she started
speaking and told about her journey to
Junnar. When Maushi went to Junnar, she
went to the locality where Rajashree
stayed. To her surprise. noone called
Prakash even stayed in that area. Maushi
was shocked ! And who on earth would not
be ?

Maushi began to ask the neighbours
about them by describing the family, looks
and all. After the description, no one
wanted to utter a word, but first ignored
Maushi. She was helpless and so alone. But
lucky enough that a lady came by to help
her. She tock her to her little house. An
old Muslim lady, she told Maushi that the
one she was describing was not Prakash
but Ramchandra. And he already was
married before Rajashree to a lady called
Jaya, who was alive. He did get Rajashree
home, but she was treated very badly. He

used to beat her, hurt her and torture her.
She was treated as a slave and wasn't
allowed to go anywhere. At night, these
people would inject her with suringes and
drugs to make her unconscious. After
which, men like truck drivers, taxi drivers,
etc would physically abuse her.

When
Rajashree was coming to Pune, she
was threatened and so she always kept
mum.

On her return, they didn't want her nor
the child. They burnt her that night and
pushed her into a well. No one knew what
these animals did with Isha, It's an
unsolved mystery.

Nagma, as the lady called herself had
withessed this horrible scene. She asked
Maushi to stay with her as it would be the
only way to apologise as she did see her
die, but there was nothing that she could
do. Maushi did so. And also found out that
Ramchandra and his family had shifted to
some other city. This is just one story that
I narrated, but there are so many
Rajashrees who need help. Cant we do
anything ?

It is always easy to say goodbye but
really really hard to, see someone go.
Certain people touch our heart and we
can't do anything for them. We cant stop
thinking about them. That's how
Rajashree was, simple yet worth
remembering. Absent, yet so very near. I
really wish we could all contribute
something to help change this unpleasant
side of our society.

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The Origin of Music and Its Importance in Life

The origin of music is not easy to trace.
Music is more ancient than mankind. The
warbling bird, the bubbling brook, the
buzzing bee, the droning beetle, the
whistling wind, the sighing bamboo, the
roaring sea are some of the organs in
nature’s glorious symphony.

The sense of common
interests and group loyalty found
expression in tribal dance to the tune of
horn and drum. Consequently, music and
dancing in this part of the globe had a finer
texture.

Indian music evolved into a more
refined form during the Vedic period which
1s around 4000 years old. The Yajurveda
mentions the veena as an accompaniment
to vocal recitation during sacrifices. The
transition from chant to song was indeed
a slow process. The Somaveda was
compiled from RigVeda. Later, notes were
identified with the cries of the peacock,
bull, goat, heron, cuckoo, horse and
elephant. Birds and animals never
cultivated a language. The sounds they
utter are natural and not acquired. From
the ancient days, the present system of
Indian music has evolved which is based
upon two important pillars — Rag and Tal.
Rag is the melodic form while Tal is the
rhythmic form. There are two major
traditions of classical music - North Indian
tradition and South Indian tradition. The
North Indian tradition is known as
Hindustani Sangeet and the South Indian
tradition is known as Carnatic Sangeet.
The basis for Indian Music is Sangeet is a

combination of three art forms — vocal
music, instrumental music and dance.

The most famous are the ‘Saraswati
Veena’ and the ‘Sitar’. ‘Tabla’ came at a
later stage.
