The International Conference on
Biodiversity and its Conservation
commenced with Eeshastavan. The
welcome speech was given by Principal,
Dr. R. S. Zunjarrao, The keynote was
addressed by Dr. Mrs. S. R. Thengane,
Scientist F, National Chemical Laboratory,
Pune. She spoke about in-vitro techniques
in phyto-pharmaceutical research, with
special reference to herbal drug discovery
and importance of biodiversity in this
regard. Mr. Michael Flucht, Director of
Max Muller Bhavan, Pune spoke about the
cultural relationship and ecological aspects.
Dr. Anil Nene, an eminent economist from
U.K. gave the idea of 15 ‘R’ that must be
followed at Individual level. Dr. Rajendra
Jagdale, Director of Science and Technology
Park, Pune, Dr. P.G. Diwakar and
Dr. Mohan Waman also expressed their
thoughts on  biodiversity and its
conservation. Dr. G. R. Ekbote, Chairman
of Progressive Education Society
inaugurated the conference and wished
great success.

The Inaugural function was followed
by eight sessions where the speakers were
Dr. Sanjeev Nalavade who spoke about
urban biodiversity specifically considering
Pune. Dr. Erach Bharucha spoke about
biodiversity conservation in ten bio-
geographical regions of India with special
mention of endangered fauna. Dr. P. Tetali
spoke about the digital herbarium
“haritarium”.

Dr. Joachim Schmerbeck spoke about
Sundarbans with respect to embarkment,
history of conservation of biodiversity and
disturbance in biodiversity. He also
mentioned the floral and faunal elements
in Sundarbans. Dr. Yogesh Shouche spoke
about an interesting topic on DNA
barcoding. He gave an account of the genes
used, methodology and the bioinformatics
used in Barcoding. Dr. D. S. Pokale spoke
about In-situ & Ex-situ conservation of 2

endangered plants — Abutilon ranadei &
Eriocarpus nimmoni. Dr. Satish Pande
spoke about the Avian diversity of
Andaman & Nicobars. He showed some
lively videos to support his findings.

Dr. Anil Gore spoke about
measurement of biodiversity. Dr. Sunita
Garg from NISCAIR spoke about need of
communication and role of NISCAIR in
promoting communication. She also
mentioned about services by NISCAIR and
appealed for collaboration.

Dr. S. R. Yadav was an invited speaker
who spoke about the RET species in the
Western Ghats. He highlighted the
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biodiversity of Western Ghats with high
endemism and having 25% of the
biodiversity of our country. He made his
presentation lively by showing photographs
of a lot of threatened species.

Dr. P. P. Kanekar, a scientist from ARI,
Pune spoke about icrobial diversity of
extremophiles. She gave an account of
classification of extremophiles, their
Biotechnological potential as enzymes,
biopolymers, and antibiotics.Dr. Renu
Bharadwaj was an invited speaker and she
talked about Diversity of human pathology.
In this very interesting speech, she spoke
about number of microbes in human beings
i.e. composition of human flora. She also
spoke about Convergence model as well as
types of bacteria in human organs and
importance of bacterial flora. She further
spoke about use of GMOs for diseases like
lactose intolerance, diabetes, etc.

Graphology - Handwriting Analysis

Dr. Sanjeevani Rahane - Commerce Department

It is an age-old story that God repented
after creating human beings. He realized
that he should have designed a window
through which one can peep into his mind
and know what is going on over there. On
the contrary, it is this ‘mind’ that makes
him unique. With the access to other’s
mind, we would lose all fun and excitement
in life. It is an art and challenge for all of
us to read other’s mind.

How does one try to read through a
person? There are various ways: - intuition,
body language, face reading, numerology,
palmistry, so on and so forth. Psychology
has contributed a lot in this direction. Over
the years, psychologists have developed o’
number of tests to measure various traits
of human beings like personality,
intelligence, aptitude and many other
variables. Graphology is a new branch of
knowledge for this purpose.

Graphology has been simply defined as
‘The art of determining individual
characteristic traits of a person based on
his or her handwriting.” It is the pseudo-
scientific study and analysis of handwriting
especially in relation to human psychology.

There are many approaches to hand
writing analysis. The two important
methods used are Gestalt method- which
is commonly used in Germany and Trait
method- which is popular in USA.
Graphology is still not accepted as a science
but, a lot of research is being undertaken
in this field. Some experts believe that
Graphology i.e. the study of handwriting of
a person to know his traits is a developing
science while, the way the graphologist
communicates it to the concerned person
is an art.

Graphology is used in the areas like
criminology, self understanding, child
development, recruitment, selecting
business partner, selecting and
understanding life partner, etc.

The handwriting sample is to be
obtained on 4 by 4 blank paper. This paper
is considered as a day and the way a person
writes on the paper represents his approach
towards each day in his life.

Assumption of Graphology

The basic assumption of graphology is
that an individual’s handwriting is a graph
or reflection of the subconscious. It is
accepted that a human mind is made up of
a conscious and a subconscious, where 80%
to 85% of the activity takes place in the
subconscious. An individual is not aware
of the thought process that goes on in the
subconscious,

The human brain is like a computer.
Like a computer, it can be programmed by
binomial method i. e. using ‘0’ and ‘1’. In
graphology ‘0’ represents impact of mother
or motherly figure while ‘1’ represents
impact of father or fatherly figure.
Graphology assumes that the major
programming takes place within first 14
years of age. In the programming of first 7
years, one finds more of ‘0’ as the
programming is mainly done by mother or
motherly figure. During this period
emotional development is prominent. In
the later 7 years, one finds more of ‘1’ as
the programming is mainly done by father
or fatherly figure. During this period,
development of a child is seen more in
physical activities.

This programming that takes place in
subconscious generates his thoughts,
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" actions, habits and represents his
character. When one writes, the brain
sends impulses to fingers through nervous
system and finally the writing is produced.

- Thus handwriting is brain writing. The
impulses generated and transmitted by
each brain are different and that is why
each handwriting is unique and it
represents the writer i.e. his character.
That is why, by analyzing an individual’s
handwriting, some of his traits can be
understood.

The di . f handwritine:

The dimensions of handwriting and
their brief explanation are as follows :

1. Margin

2. Size

3. Baselines

4, Slant

5. Pressure

6. Zones

7. Connections

8. Individual letters

1. Margin - The straightish (not perfectly
straight) left margin denotes that the
person is disciplined. He follows the rules
and regulations of the society, while a
person with crushed right margin fails to
plan his writing. He fails to understand
whether the place available will
accommodate the specific word or not. He
is not aware of his limitations. He
approaches his career in a same way,
without much planning until he commits
some serious mistakes and finally he
crashes.

2. Size - The size of handwriting is the
projection of ‘self importance’ and a
measure of ‘self esteem’. It shows the way
a person approaches the challenges the day
poses for him. This is the size the writer
claims for himself among the people. For

example, large size means the person is
social, extrovert and wants to be noticed.
He is communicative and has leadership
qualities. He is extravagant, likes to live
luxurious life and loves to show off. He does
not care for details. He is a good planner
and undertakes big projects.

3. Baselines - Baselines are drawn tracing
the written matter from below from left to
right, They represent the objectivity and
the goal orientation of the writer. As the
writer moves from left to right
subconsciously he moves from past to
future. Each word is an advance toward the
future. Therefore, baselines denote the way
the writer approaches his goals and
objectives and his target orientation.
Baselines show the present mental state
of the writer which may be very temporary.

4, Slant - Slant indicates gestures and body
expressions. There are a variety of
individuals like friendly, outgoing, happy-
go-lucky, impulsive, reserved and selective
about friends, etc. All these attitudes are
reflected in the writing slant. For example,
straight writing (88° to 92°) represents a
person standing erect and under total
control of situation. He always thinks
before he acts. He does no last minute
changes in his schedule. He maintains cool
even in sticky situations. He is always in
control of his emotions and rarely
expresses them. He prefers a hand shake
to a hug. The person takes minimum time
for shopping because he plans his purchases
well in advance.

5. Pressure - Pressure is a criterion in
handwriting which can be felt rather than
seeing it. It is like a seal of an organisation.
The writing pressure is the expression of
the writer that ‘this is me’. Pressures can
be classified in to many types. For example
heavy pressure writer is very intense by
nature and therefore he gets involved with
anything very quickly and deeply, e.g. old
pair of shoes or an old ornament which is
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out of fashion. He becomes emotional with
the tree he has planted.

6. Handwriting Zones - Like human
body, handwriting has 3 zones: - Upper,
Middle and Lower zone. A person is more
balanced when there are all the three zones
present, because the upper zone is for
thinking and future and the lower zone is
for past and all earthly desires. For example
strong Upper zone represents intelligence,
patience, big ideas and philosophical nature.
Height of UZ shows his reading-learning
skills, thinking ability and vision for future.

7. Connections - Connections are linking
parameters linking two letters.
Connections between the letters represent
how the person connects his thoughts with
each other. There are two types, Garland
connection and Arcades. Garland
connection is a rounded cuplike stroke. The

person writing this type of connections is
friendly, social, playful, open and receptive.

8. Individual letters - Individual letters
play an important role in handwriting
analysis. For example, letter 7’ implies that
i dotting much above stem - the writer
builds castles in the air. He does not live
in reality. While capital T’ without top and
bottom cross bar represents totally
independent writer. He is capable of taking
decisions without consulting others.

It is significant to understand that
while analyzing handwriting these
dimensions should not be considered
individually, but as a whole. The traits of
an individual supported by two or more
dimensions must be considered while
dimensions giving confusing or
contradictory readings should be ignored
or further analysed before labeling the
individual.
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Buddhlst Archltecture in Maval

In the history of Indian religion,
Buddhism occupies a unique place. Along
with the propagation of religion, were
introduced in the country the Buddhist art
- and architecture.

The rock-cut architecture, initiated by
Ashoka in the 3™ century B.C. blossomed
from the 2™ century B.C. onwards into a
powerful and popular architectural mode.
Nearly twelve hundred excavations were
carried out throughout the country. Among
these, 1200 caves, more than 1000 are
excavated in Maharashtra itself. In the
Sahyadri ranges, a number of rock-cut caves
which are an important element of
Buddhist architecture can be seen. In the
region of Maval, near Lonavla, there are
many ancient caves which are evidences of
excellent Buddhist architecture in
Maharashtra. Due to the group of caves
(locally known as Leni), the area must have
been named as ‘enavale’ (now known as
Lonavala). Among the various caves in
Maval, this article deals exclusively with
the four main cave structures, namely

e Karla caves
e Bhaja caves
o Bedse caves
¢ Kondane caves

Karla Caves

The Karla caves are located in the
village Karla (lat. 18°46' N, long.73°29' E)
in the district of Pune, directly opposite
Bhaja, 3 miles North of the Malavali railway
station.

It is a complex of ancient Buddhist
rock-cut architecture cave shrines
developed over two periods- from 2

century B.C. to 2™ century A.D. and in the
5% -10% century. The oldest one is believed
to date back to 160 B.C. The Karla caves
include rock-cut monasteries, a few rock-
cut cisterns and a Chaitya griha at a height
of about 360 ft.

The Chaitya griha includes a stone
Stupa and 37 octagonal pillars with base
structure of a ghata capped by a fluted bell
with a compressed amalaka within a
square frame above. The special feature is
the fagade screen made of teakwood. The
entrance of the Chaitya hall is adorned with
the shape of a horse shoe.

On the outer side of the entrance,
there is a colossal column with a capital of
four lions at the top. The interior walls of
the verandah are beautifully carved with
figures of prosperous men and women on
elephants, prostrating before Lord Buddha.
The cave has three doors. The central door
leads into the nave and the side doors into
the aisles. The central door has a horse-
shaped arch containing within a Chaitya
window braced with a timber screen of semi
circular beams connected with radial struts.
The Stupa has a drum in two terraces, both
crowned with a railing. The bottom is
minutely carved with delicate patterns.

The monasteries are plain and most
of them are ruined. There are two
monasteries, referable to the Gupta-
Vakataka age, containing two reliefs of
preaching Buddha on the back and right
walls. The first one consists of a court with
a parapet at the front edge, a pillared
verandah, a hall with two doors and two
windows and a bench. The second
monastery also comprises a pillared
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verandah with a moulded plinth and a cell
on the left hand and a hall with two
unfinished cells on the right, four on the
back and three on the left. There is a relief
of Buddha on the back wall of the hall. He
is shown in the company of attending
Bodhisatvas.

There are two inscriptions in the cave.
One is an inscription of King Nahapan, his
daughter Sumitra and son-in-law
Ushavadata. It records the gift of the village
Karajika for the support of the monks
living in the caves during the rainy season.
Another inscription is of Bhootpal Sethi.
He states these caves as ‘most excellent
rock mansion in Jambudvipa (India).’

Bhaja Caves

The Bhaja caves is a group of twenty
two caves, located near the village of Bhaja
(lat. 18°44' N; long. 73°29' E) in the district
of Pune, one mile from the Malavali
railway station.

The caves remained in use till almost
5.6t  century, which saw the
embellishment of the Chaitya griha with
the painted figures of Buddha. The Chaitya
griha has been regarded as the earliest of
its class in live rock. It provides the closest
copy of the wooden prototype. There are
two short inscriptions on the wooden beams
below the vault. There are octagonal pillars
within the caves built in strong inward
rake.

There is a rock-cut stupa having a
prominent hemispherical dome resting on
a cylindrical drum. Inside the double railing
on the top of the dome is a socket for the
post of the missing wooden umbrella. The
facade is carved with simple motifs of
railing, projected ones supported by plain
cut out brackets and the front of the vaulted
halls.

Among the monasteries, cave no.18
consists of a pillared verandah with a cell
on the right side and a recess on the left

and an astylar hall with a bench along the
left side and two cells each on the back and
right sides. The columns are square below
and above and octagonal in the middle. The
pilaster on the right side of the recess has
a bell shaped lotus. The topmost corbel
carries a capital carved in form of sphinx
like figures- busts of a male and a female
with bovine bodies. The back wall of the
verandah has two doors, giving access to
the hall and a jali window. The doors are
flanked by dwarapalas. On the wall of the
verandah, there are extensively carved
panels. One composition depicts a royal
personage attended by two women. One of
them is holding a chamara and the other a
chhatra, drawn in the air is a wheeled
quadriga of horses; the latter trampling
down a mis-shapen demonish figure.
Another composition is on the
corresponding panel on the right side of the
door. It depicts a majestic person with an
ankusha in hand and assisted by a person
carrying a banner and a spear, driving a
mighty elephant. The ceiling of the
verandabh is arched and rests on a frame of
rock-cut beams and rafters. The remaining
monasteries have a verandah and an
astylar hall with cells.

Bedse Caves

The Bedse caves are located near
Bedsa (lat. 18°43' N; long. 73°32' E) near
Kamshet. These are located in the south
face of the same ranges of the Bhaja caves.
The caves consist of a Chaitya griha, a
monastery, two single independent cells,
an unfinished cave, a few cisterns within
recesses, a tiny apsidal roofless excavation
with a stupa. The Stupa is built in memory
of a mendicant. There is also an unfinished
circular cell with a stupa.

The Chaitya griha is a long narrow
passage with a lofty verandah in front of
the sanctuary. This verandah or the portico
is exquisitely carved out. The pillars and
pilasters have large ghata base, resting on

a pedestal of four graduated tiers and
octagonal shafts. The pillars are crowned
by a bell shaped fluted lotus, with an
-amalaka within a square frame supporting
a corbelled abacus. There are horses, bulls
and elephants depicted on the abacus. Men
and women in form of riders are also
depicted.

There are cells on the either ends of
the verandah. The right cell has an
inscription stating that the cell is the gift
of a banker from Nasik. The walls are
decorated with conventional array of
chaitya arches, semblances of roofs and
railings, in several storeys.

The hall is plain, consisting of raking
octagonal columns. Beside the Chaitya
window is another jali window, and two
doors. The wooden beams and purlins brace
the vaulted ceiling of the nave and the half
arched ceiling of the aisles. The Stupa has
a drum in two terraces. Both of them are
crowned by a railing. There is a harmika
with a double railing crowned by corbels.
There is the wooden shaft ending in a lotus
drop of the umbrella in the centre of the
topmost corbel. The figures of Buddha are
painted over the columns. The monastery
consists of a verandah with two cells.
Mayjority of the cells have two rock-cut beds.
The cell doors are crowned by chaitya
arches and flanked by pilasters. The arches
are connected by railings, one at the base
and another at the final level.

Kondane Caves

There is a small group of caves at
Kondane or Kondhana (lat. 18 °51' N, long.
73° 23’E) in the district of Kolaba near
Karjat. There are a few fragments of
octagonal pillars and the Chaitya griha with
a magnificient facade.

Similar to the Chaitya griha at Bhaja,
it had a wooden screen below the Chaitya
arch except the front pillars which are in
stone. Although the woodwork below the
vault of the nave and the half arches of the

aisles do not exist now, two of the semi-
circular ribs and two radial struts are still
intact. The railings display figures of men
and women in group. They are in natural
poses with free movements and full of
expressions and grace. Below this frieze,
the figures carved in high relief are
completely destroyed except a very large
defaced head with a singular style of
elaborate coiffure. There is an inscription
that records its execution by Balaka (a pupil
of Krishna). The Chaitya griha consists of
a Stupa with a prominent drum having a
railing at the top. But the stupa isnowin a
damaged condition.

There is a monastery to the left of the
Chaitya griha. It has a pillared verandah
and a hall with 15 pillars. The pillars are
square, below and above, and octagonal in
the centre. All the cells contain rock-cut
beds, two being double bedded. The ceiling
is painted with floral patterns. There are
two short inscriptions on the facade.

Beside the monastery, there are five
more ordinary Viharas. But, these caves
are in a bad condition with the front walls
missing.

Conclusion

There is a close relationship between
Buddhism and trade, largely due to the
reliance of the Buddhist monastic
community on donations from lay
supporters. The donations to Buddhist
monasteries extended to a wide range of
materials that were necessary to maintain
resident communities of monks and nuns.
The Epigraphic records of donations to
Buddhist Stupas and monasteries in India
attest to the importance of commercial and
political patronage of Buddhist institutions.
The above-mentioned four caves are also
located on the ancient trade route,
popularly known as the Bor ghat, and
hence they played an important role in
trade as well.
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Actually, these structures are the place
of worship and prayer, these were the
centre of spiritual education, but the
Buddhist architecture also throws light on
the contemporary society, culture, politics,
trade, commerce, as well as traditions and
customs. These caves are standing
monuments depicting the philosophy of
Buddhism. They were constructed without
the use of any conservation material, but
are still preserved. It was during the period
of Lord Curzon that these caves were found
out, cleaned and preserved. But today, most
of these caves are in a bad condition. They
are in a neglected condition. These deserve

due attention, which will help attract more
and more tourists as well to these caves.
They are our heritage and hence should
be very well protected. The Buddhist
architecture leads us to the path shown by
Gautam Buddha, and hence an awareness
regarding these structures is very much
essential, both, from the spiritual as well
as architectural point of view. The
architectural heritage is a link between the
past and the present, and hence deserves
due attention.

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Applications of Nanotechnology

Nanotechnology, based on nano
sctence is the technology of twenty-first
century. Nanotechnology is the technology
of materials dealing with very small
dimensions usually in the range of 1to
100nm. When at least one of the
dimensions of any type of material is
reduced bellow ~100nm, its mechanical,
thermal, optical, magnetic and other
properties change at some size
characteristic of that material,

Ability of that material to dramatically
change their properties on nanoscale has
opened up the possibility of making new
devices instruments, consumer goods, etc.
In nanotechnology, a large set of materials
and improved products change in physical
properties when the feature sizes are
shrunk. e.g. take advantage of their
dramatically increased surface area to
volume ratio.

Their optical properties e.g.
fluorescence, become a function of particle
diameter. When brought into a bulk
material, nanoparticles can strongly
influence the mechanical properties of the
material, like stiffness or elasticity.
Nanotechnology enhanced materials will
enable a weight reduction accompanied by
increased stability and improved
functionality.

Applications in Electronics

First we can discuss the application of
nanotechnology in electronics. After the
discovery of solid-state transistor by
Bardeen, Brattin and Shockley in 1947,
revolutionary changes occurred in the field
of electronics. Bulky, power hungry,
expensive vacuum tube based equipment
slowly got replaced with tiny, less power
consuming, light weight devices. This made

portable space saving, compact equipment
possible. Today, we have personal
wristwatches, calculators, portable
computers, mobiles, stereos, videos ete. due
to advance in electronics and related area
satellites, space missions, Internets etc.
are unimaginable without electronics. The
electronic devices with typical dimensions
of few nanometers. Electronics has so far
used only the charge property of electron
andspin has been neglected.

Entirely new approaches for computing
exploit the lag of quantum mechanics for
novel quantum computers, which enable
the use of fast quantum algorithms. The
quantum computer has quantum bit
memory spaced termed. This facility may
improve the performance of older systems.
Quantum computer will be much more
powerfully than the exiting computers such
computers will use the fruits of
nanothechnology.

The production of display with low
energy consumption could be accomplished
using carbon nano tubes (CNT). CNTs are
electrically conductive and due to their
small diameter of several nanometers,
they can be used as field emitters with
extremely high efficiency for field emission
displays (FED). The principle of operation
resembles that of the cathode ray tube, but
a much smaller length scale.

Application of Nanomedicine

The biological and medical
communities have exploited the unique
properties of nanomaterials for various
applications. e.g. contrast agents for cell
imagine and therapeutics for treating
cancer. The term such as biomedical
nanotechnology and nanomedicine are used
to describe the hybrid field. Functionalities
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can be added to nanomaterials by
interfacing them with biological molecules
or structures.

The size of nanomaterials is similar to
that of most biological molecules and
structures. Nanomaterials can be useful for
both in vive and in vitro biomedical
research andapplication. The integration of
nanomaterials with biology has led to the
development of diagnostic devices, contrast
agent, analytical tools, physical therapy
applications and drug delivery vehicles.
Applications in diagnostics

Nanotechnology on-a-chip is one
more dimension of lab-on chip technology.
Magnetic nonoparticles, bound to suitable
antibody are used to label specific
molecules, structures or microorganisms.
Gold nanoparticles tagged with short
segments of DNA can be used for detection
of genetic sequence in a sample.
Multicolour optical coding for biological
assays has been achieved by embedding
different size quantum dots into polymeric
micro-beads. Nanopore technology for
analysis of nucleic acid converts string of
nucleotides directly into electronic
signatures.

Application of Reduction of energy
consumption-

Nanotechnology will play an important
role in the field of energy. We know that
natural energy resources like oil, coal, etc.
are required for all transformational,
communication, agriculture industry and
many other human activities. The most
advanced nanotechnology projects related
to energy are storage, conversion,
manufacturing g improvements by reducing
materials and process rates, energy
savingand enhanced renewable energy
source. A reduction of energy consumption
can be reached by better insulation system,
by the use of more efficient lighting systems
and by use of lighter and stronger materials
in transportation sector. Currently used

light bulbs only convert approximately 5%
of electrical energy into light.
Nanotechnological approaches like light
emitting diodes could lead to a strong
reduction of energy consumption for
illumination. Numerous gadgets like
laptops, cellular phones, cordless phones,
etc. need rechargeable light weight
batteries. Recharged quite frequently due
to their low energy density.

Application for increasing the
efficiency of energy production-

Today best solar cells have layers of
several different semiconductors stacked
together to absorb light at different
energies, but they still only manage 40%.
of the sun’s energy. Commercially available
solar cells have much lower efficiencies (15-
20%). Nanotechnology could help increase
the efficiency of light conversion by using
nanostructures with a continue of
bandgaps. The degree of efficiency of the
internal combustion engine is about 30-40%
at the moment.

Applications in Foods

Complex set of engineering and
scientific challenges in food and
bioprocessing industry for manufacturing
high quality and safe food through efficient
and sustainable means can be solved
through nanotechnology, Bacterial
identification and food quality monitoring
using, biosensors, intelligent, active and:
smart packaging systems, nanocapsulatlom
of bioactive food compounds are few
examples of energies. Nanotechnology can,
be applied in production, processing, safety,
and packaging of food. To apply
nanotechnology to the detection oi;‘
chemical and biological substances fo:c
sensanges in foods.

Applications in household

The most prominent apphcatmn oﬂ
nanotechnology in household is sel
cleaning or easy-to-clean surfaces tg
ceramics or glasses. Nanoceramic particl

|
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have improved the smoothness and heat
resistance of common household equipment
such as flat iron.

Applications in Optics

The first sunglasses using protective

and anti-reflective ultra thin coatings are
on the market for optics, nanotechnology
also offers scratch resistance surface
coatings based on nanocomposites. Nano-
"optics could allow for an increase in
“ precision of pupil repair and other types of
laser eye surgery.

Applications in Textiles

The use of engineered nanofibers
already makes clothes water and stain
repellent or wrinkle free. Textiles with a
‘nanotechnological finish can be washed less
frequently and at lower temperatures.
Nanotechnology has been used to integrate
tiny carbon particles membrane and
guarantee full surface protection from
electrostatic charges for the wears. Many
other applications have been developed by
research institutes. Special threads and dyes
used in textile industry are products of
nanotechnology. These clothes do not require
ironing nor frequent cleaning. To use silver
nanoparticles in washing machines which will
make clothes germ-free.

Applications in Cosmetics

Nanoparticles are also important in
cosmetics. Zinc oxide and titanium oxide
nanoparticles of fairly uniform size are able
to absorb ultraviolet light and protect the
skin, Small size nanoparticles based creams
are preferred as they can be used in small
amount and do not leave any gaps between
them, this gives a smooth appearance.
Nano-based dyes and colours are quite
harmless to skin and can be used in hair
creams or gels. The nano-based cosmetics
are becoming quite popular. One field of
application is in sunscreen. The traditional
‘chemical UV protection approach suffers
from its poor-long-term stability. A
sunscreen based on mineral nanoparticles

such as titanium dioxide offer several
advantages Titanium oxide nanoparticles
have a comparable UV protection property
as the bulk material, but lose the
cosmetically undesirable whitening as the
particle size is decreased.
Applications in Automobiles

A simple car is made of large number
of parts and materials. Its body and various
structural parts are made of steel, some
alloys, rubbers, plastics etc. In the main
engine, there are large numbers of small
motors in a car for e.g. very powerful
motors using as shape memory alloys are
made using nanoparticles of materials like
Ni-Ti. They perform better and are less
power hungry than other motors such
motors are finding their way in
automobiles.

Application in Sports and Toys

Nanotechnology has been introduced
into sports equipment and toys. Toy
industry also has been well geared to
embrace nanotechnology for eye
movements of
dolls, robot movements, etc. Nanotechnology
based motors are being used by toy
industry making them very smooth and
swift.

Applications in Agriculture

Applications of nanotechnology have
the potential to change the entire
agriculture sector and food industry chain
from production to conservation,
processing, packing, transportation and
even waste treatment Also low productivity
in cultivable areas, large uncultivable
areas, shrinkage of cultivable land wastage
of inputs like water, fertilizers, pesticides,
products and food security for growing
numbers that are various applications.
Applications in Domestic Appliances

Use of antibacterial property of silver
nanoparticles is made in refrigerators, air
purifiers or air conditioners and water
purifier in domestic applications.
